st-one ·h'ouses of nature, . polished . by ex­
perience, c row.n ed with the accumulated 
wisdom of ages, sanctified and cem ented 
by the blood of C'hristi a n m e n. ·while we 
;profit by the teac•hings of history and our 
ancestors, while w e labor to disseminate 
the blessings of education and the lights 
of morality and patriotism ·among the 
people, -our integrity and prbsperlty will 
be established. Our Rome can not fall 
whlle we remain true to our trust. God's 
everlasting blessing will crown her to the 
end of time."
