is determined especially by the sleeves 
and hoods. DOCTORS wear the round, bell 
sleeve; the gown is faced down the front 
and barred on the sleeves with black velvet 
or velvet of color indicating the degree; the 
doctor's hood is large. The doctor may, if 
he so chooses, wear the gold tassel on his 
cap. MASTERS wear the long, closed sleeve, 
with a slit near the upper part for the 
arm; the master's hood is of more moder­
ate size. BACHELORS wear the long pointed 
sleeve; the hood is small. UNDERGRAD-
