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PRESIDENT CHUCK STABEN

Chuck Staben took office
as the 18th president of
the University of Idaho
March 1, 2014. During
President Staben'’s first
year at the University

of Idaho, the University
successfully concluded
the “Inspiring Futures:
Invest in the University
of Idaho” campaign,

with donors contributing
more than $261 million,
far exceeding the original
goal of $225 million.
The University budget
position has improved
while tuition increased
by the lowest percentage
in 10 years. Staben has
called for the University
to grow enrollment to
meet Idaho’s needs while
maintaining excellence in graduate and professional
education, research and outreach. Staben has called
for the University to be better in all that we do.

Before joining UI, Staben served as provost and
vice president for academic affairs at the University
of South Dakota. During his tenure there, the
university increased enrollment, retention and
graduation, and research grants. As provost, Staben
helped guide the university through state funding
declines and helped lead its transition to a new
budget model.

Staben also served as associate vice president

for research at the University of Kentucky from
2004-08, and acted as vice president in 2006-07.
Prior to that appointment, he was a professor of
biology from 1989-2008 and chair of the biology
department from 2000-04. He was a postdoctoral
researcher at Stanford University from 1987-89

and at Chiron Research
Laboratories from 1985-
86. He also was a graduate
research and teaching
assistant at the University
of California, Berkeley from
1978-84.

Staben'’s research focused
on fungal developmental
biology, bioinformatics
and fungal genomics.

He received grants from
the National Science
Foundation, the National
Institutes of Health

and other agencies. He

has served on National
Science Foundation and
National Institutes of
Health grant review panels
and recently served on a
National Research Council
committee that reviewed the Experimental
Program to Stimulate Competitive Research and
the Institutional Development Award programs
for the U.S. Senate. Staben taught microbiology,
genetics, bioinformatics and introductory biology,
and he received numerous awards for teaching.
Staben received a bachelor’s degree from the
University of Illinois, Champaign-Urbana in 1978
and his doctoral degree in biochemistry from the
University of California, Berkeley in 1984. He is
originally from Waukegan, Illinois.

Staben and his wife, Dr. Mary Beth Staben, a
practicing physician, have three college-aged
children: Mac, Cal and Rae. Mac and Cal both
began medical school in 2014; Mac is at Boston
University and Cal is at the University of
Louisville. Rae is studying economics at Stanford
University. .

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GUEST SPEAKERS

Samuel D. Hunter, 33, is a Moscow native and playwright known for
crafting moving portraits of unlikely protagonists that explore the human
capacity for empathy through the prism of his characters’ struggles.

Hunter received aBachelor of Fine Arts degree from New York University in
2004 and a Master of Fine Arts degree in 2007 from the University of lowa.
He also earned an Artist Diploma from Julliard’s Playwrights Program in
20009.

In 2014, Hunter received a MacArthur Fellowship, a prize awarded annually
to individuals who show exceptional merit and promise for continued and
enhanced creative work. In 2013, his play “The Whale” — one of his most
widely produced works — received the Drama Desk Award, the Lucille
Lortel Award for Outstanding Play, and Drama League and Outer Critics
Circle nominations for best play. The play focuses on Charlie, an expository
Samuel D! Ehinter writing instructor who has been driven by grief to a state of morbid obesity.

A writing assignment on Melville’s Moby Dick becomes a leitmotif that
resonates throughout the play, as its lonely and adrift characters move toward a deeper understanding of the
hopes and motivations that propel one another.

Hunter premiered three new plays during the 2013-14 season — “The Few,” “Rest” and “A Great Wilderness”
— that continue his interest in the poetry of everyday speech and the aspirations of those seldom celebrated
on the stage, from a staff of outcasts who run a newspaper for lonely, long-haul truckers to the octogenarian
residents of a rest home days away from shutting down. Hunter’s quietly captivating dramas confront the
polarizing and socially isolating aspects of contemporary life across the American landscape.

Hunter, who now lives in New York City, is an ensemble playwright at Victory Gardens, a core member of
the Playwrights Center, a company member of Partial Comfort Productions, and an alumnus of Ars Nova’s
Playgroup. Internationally, his work has been translated into Spanish and presented in Mexico City and
Monterrey, and he has worked in the West Bank with Ashtar Theatre of Ramallah and Ayyam al-Masrah of
Hebron.

Hunter is also a 2015 honorary degree recipient of the Doctor of Humane Letters, in recognition of his
contributions as a visionary scholar, author, playwright, and a most distinguished son of Idaho.

She is a founding board member of the Idaho Black History
Museum and the winner of numerous awards, including the Hewlett Packard Human Rights Award, Jefferson

Award for Peace from Morehouse College, and the Joyce Stein Award WCA, in acknowledgement of her
commitment and devotion to volunteerism in the community.

She has recorded with jazz great
Gene Harris, released her debut solo CD, “By His Grace,” and received the Award for Excellence in the Arts at
the 2004 State of Idaho Governor’s Awards in the Arts Celebration.

Sen. Dean M. Mortimer, was elected to the Idaho Senate in 2008. He
serves as chairman of the Senate Education Committee.

He has an associate’s degree from Ricks College (now Brigham Young
University-Idaho) in Rexburg, and a bachelor’s degree in speech and master’s
degree in business administration from Utah State University in Logan, Utah.

He was president of the Idaho
State Mortgage Bankers Association from 1991-92. He retired from the
mortgage industry after 31 years.

Dr. Jack Riggs '76 has had a diverse career as a doctor, entrepreneur,
clinic owner, politician and now CEO of Pita Pit USA, Inc., a rapidly
growing restaurant organization that promotes itself as a healthy fast-food
option with a solid base in college towns.

Riggs is a licensed physician and has practiced medicine since 1980,
including creating and operating North Idaho Medical Care Centers, a small
chain of emergency medical and family care clinics since 1986. He earned

a pre-med degree from the University of Idaho in 1976 and a medica
degree from the University of Washington in 1980 through the Washingon,
Wyoming, Alaska, Montana and Idaho Medical Education Program.

Motivated by a desire to shape healthcare and welfare reform, Riggs spent
five years as a member of the Idaho Senate before being appointed lieutenant
governor by then-Gov. Dirk Kempthorne in 2001. He served until 2003.



Riggs became chief executive officer of Pita Pit USA, Inc. in 2005, when he and his son, Peter '01 and 15,
created the company to acquire the Pita Pit franchises in the U.S. It has since grown from 71 to more than 230
locations in the U.S., and as a restaurant concept to more than 500 locations worldwide. The company’s U.S.
headquarters are in Coeur d’Alene.

He is the father of Peter Riggs, Jennifer Riggs Drake '03 and Shannon Riggs Erwin "99.

The Honorable Lawrence G. Wasden 85 is Idaho’s 32nd attorney
general and the longest-serving attorney general in state history. First elected
to the position in 2002, he was elected to his fourth term in 2014.

As attorney general, Wasden has framed his leadership of the office around
two fundamental principles: the Rule of Law and calling legal “balls and
strikes” fair and square. He has dedicated most of his professional career

to public service and has been recognized by many organizations for his

Achievement Award in 2014 as part of the Idaho Business Review’s Leaders in Law program. He was named
the Children’s Champion in 2011 by the Idaho Voices for Children.

Lawrence G. Wasden

In 2014, Wasden stepped down as chairman of the Board of Directors of the American Legacy Foundation
after serving for over a decade. The nonprofit was created in the wake of the national tobacco settlement
to educate the public about the dangers of smoking. Recognizing Wasden'’s service, the foundation donated
$350,000 to the College of Law to create the Lawrence G. Wasden Scholars Program.

Wasden is currently the chairman of the Conference of Western Attorneys General, a past president of the
National Association of Attorneys General and a founding member and past chairman of the Government and
Public Lawyers Section of the Idaho State Bar. He also serves on UI's College of Law Advisory Board.

Keith Riffle is an entrepreneur and owner and president of Northwest Satellite
Network Inc. Born in Kellogg, Riffle graduated from the University of Idaho’s
College of Business and Economics with a bachelor’s degree in business in 1962
and a master’s degree in business in 1963. He passed the CPA exam while a
student, and later graduated from the University of Washington’s executive
management program in 1970.

He began his career as a staff accountant for Weyerhaeuser Corporation in
Longview, Washington. He also worked as an auditor for Price Waterhouse

in Portland, Oregon, and earned his CPA certification and then returned to
Weyerhaeuser in Tacoma, Washington. He then moved to Chicago as manager
of internal auditing. In 1967, Riffle began working as director of finance for
SS Mullen Corporation in Seattle, Washington. He continued working in the
private sector in financial management and was the president of a real estate
development corporation in 1984.

ALUMNI DISTINGUISHED IDAHOAN AWARD

The Alumni Distinguished Idahoan Award is awarded to a living person who has an international and national
reputation and has brought distinction to the State of Idaho and the University of Idaho while rendering
extraordinary service to both.

UI alumna Kristin Armstrong Savola of Boise is a competitive cyclist and
two-time Olympic gold medalist — the only Idahoan to claim that distinction.
Armstrong Savola,who graduated from Ul in 1995 with a bachelor’s degree in
sports physiology from the College of Education, claimed the top prize in the
women’s individual time trial for road racing in the Beijing Olympics in 2008 and
again in 2012 in London.

Before becoming one of the world’s top competitive road cyclists, Armstrong
Savola was a runner, swimmer and triathlete. In 1999, she competed in the
Ironman World Championships in Hawaii. In 2001 at age 27, Armstrong Savola
was diagnosed with osteoarthritis in her hips, which forced her to move away
from high-impact activities such as running. She became passionate about cycling
and by 2003 was recognized as one of the top American cyclists.

Armstrong Savola’s list of career achievements include a 2005 bronze world
championship, 2006 world time trial championship, 2007 silver world
championships and 2009 world time trial championship.

B Vistin AnnsGung Saveid Armstrong Savola placed eighth in the Athens Olympics in 2004, returning in

2008 to take gold. In 2009, she took a break from competition to give birth to
her first child, Lucas. She returned to competitive road cycling in 2010, and again took the gold medal for the women’s
time trial at the 2012 London Olympics.
