• Cosponsoring the repeal of tax withholding on 
interest and dividend income. • 

• Cosponsoring a b~ll to curb union violence 
through changes in federal criminal statutes. 

• Cosponsoring a bill to guarantee equal access 
and opportunity to ~e public schools by stu­
dents who wish to meet voluntarily for religious 
purposes. 

• Cosponsoring repeal of estate and gift taxes, 
which often force the sale of family farms after 
the death of the householder. · 

• Cosponsoring a. bill to prohibit use of compulsory 
union dues for political purposes. 

• Cosponsoring an amendment to the Constitu­
tion to protect unborn children. 

• Sponsoring an amendment to the Constitution 
to limit federal spending to 20% of Gross 
National Product.
