In presenting this dynamic lecture to you, I ask you to bt quiet 
and thoughthd whtfe reading it. lam not writing to you--1 an tatktng 
to you, so please Imagine me to be seated in a chafr .opposite you talking 
tn person. While werare havin g this little lntervltZw, together, shall we 
go somewhere quiet where we can be alone togetheri 

These great dynan ic truths of God , whtch I am g lvfng to the world 
for the first tlme, were found by me when I was quiet • . t\s you progress

One hundred years aso, If 
I had pred icted m«n and women flyin g through the air fn ships, I would ha "e 
been locked up as be in g mentally unbalanced, yet today these things are 
commonplace. 

There are those supposed religious fead e rs today who very fr~ely 
state that the definition of God I am g iving to tbe world cannot possibly 
~e true. They state that God never existed for the purpose of bringing 
material supp~y to the human race wh ile It Is here on earth.

·Th~y tell us that It Is not "the will of God" th4.'!t we should have th~se 
thin g s . They say this t~achlng Is r~voluttonary, and I admit that It ts . 

This phflosophy Is actually dotng what It clatms to do and that ts , 
teach men and women th a t pervading this Untv~rs~ Is a powerful force--a 
fore~ which m~n and women can us~ to turn failure Into success, and dlscont~nt 
I nto happir.ess. "Why, such a thing fs Impossible , " say th e pr e ach~rs . But 
It Is I\OT t mposs tbht .

On the ad jo i ning Qiec~ of property stands the 
finest office but ldtng In Moscow--th~ Robtnson Professional Bui lding--
th a t too is owned by me . L~ss than on~ block away s•ands the beautiful plan t 
of the Dally N~ws-Revtew, th~ la r g~st circulating dally newspape r tn thts 
Palouse empire . That too Is cont r ol led by me . Th~re a r e two d ru g stores and 
a tea r oom In this town which He also owned by me , and as I to l d you befor~ 
ft was my prfvf l ege. to donate to this county a t~w years ago the Robinson 
Park . Today Mt I lions of people hear my voice over the radio . Students come 
from all over th~ world to see me and where ever I speak in public , It ts 
hard to ge t seats . 

I am not meanin~ to boast and I merely mentton thes~ facts to show 
you whet the God-law dfd for one of the gr~~test failures in h istory . The 
r~markable thing about tt all Is, that It Is not vet ten years since on

Nothing of any ktnd CAN ex.tst without thls mighty , 
Invulne r ab le, and little understood ~od-law.

Wintering !mong th~ rice-fields cf sunny California, at the ftrst signs of 
spring thes~ feathered creatures, true to the "Instinct~ within them, were 
on their way thousands of miles north to ~he gofden gra in fields of 
Saskatchewan ~nd Alberta . Thetr flight was governed by the same Immutable 
God-law about which t ~m speaking~ and from the moment of their taking 
to the atr, their ~rrlval ot their destination Is a foregone conclusion .

On the second day, he fs back home, travel wor n, 
tt'red -and hungry . ·~fhtch of his ftve senses did he use In tfnding his way 
home~ 

A cat is placed tn a ba~ket and carried 12 m1 les and fcdt In a nE-w 
home . It has never been half a mtle from the house In which ft was born . In 
24 hours it is back home. How did It ftr:d Its homei 

The bee wanders In the woods In s~arch of nectar~ acts t~o mt les from 
hls hfvr, foads up, ctrcles once or twtce, and strikes a ~bee llne" for his 
ho"'le htve . How does he determine rlfrectton so unerringly, and how does he 
differentiate other hives to the norlh, east, south and westi 

To our knowledge, none o' these creatures possess an organ devoted 
to ctr~ctfon finding . Their s~ns e organ appears to correspond to our own , 
vet we cannot approach them fn d tr e~t to n ftndlng . Our only contact wlth 
the world ls throu gh one or more of five senses--sight, he&rtng, touch , 
smell ~nd taste . A person born ~dthout any of them could never kno.v he 
was not the only being in ~xtstence. 

If the dumb creatur es, too, are llmtted to five senses, which ones 
are used In determlnglng dtrectlon9 ~~t the s~nse of sfght, for they do not 
SEE their distant homes beyond mountatns, forest, bulldtngs end even the 
horizon itself . Not the sense of hearing, for homes maKes no sound that 
r each e s o u t s ~ve ra I m f J e s t o be r: au 3 h t even b v t b e mo s t s ~ n s t i· l v e ear 1 • 

Obvtously1 tt ts not the sense of touch . If F£El1NG be lncfudcd under the 
touch sense, howev€r , or r ad tatlon, m4y traverse space and be detected by a 
su t tahle receiver. 

Can there be a klnd of ~ntr1al radio systemi No , It ts not a redto 
system, tt fs ju s t s i mply these antMals mantfesting unconsciously the very 
same law I am talkln9 to you about thts moment, and by the way, don't you 
think that a law so stupendous tn Its ooerattons th at tt can gu tde theie 
senseless creatures In t hts manner ~an ~uld~ YOU artghti Of course It can . 

Some time ago, my boy cam runn ing t n to me so cxctted he could ha r d ly 
s pea l: co h e r e n t I y • He f n f or me d me t h a t two r ob i n s were b u I t d i n g t h e I r n e s t 
in a tre€ in our back yard, 4nd , taking me by the hand, he puf led me out : 
Into the yard to see them . There were the two I Itt fe rob!ns tugging at a piece 
of st rlrg and trytn .. J to break it so thc::t they might use tt In the bu tfdfng d 
their hatf-completed nest ln th" tree overhead . Finally their combined 
efforts partPd the plece of string, and oway they flew with It to the ne st. 
It was a for~ gone conclusion th at tn due ttme the nest would be ftntshea , 
the ltttle blu·e eggs appear, and, a llttl€ tater, the tiny baby robins them• 
selves would br eak through the tragi l e shel Js of the eggs, bl"'lnglng glad ness 
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and h appiness to the he~rts of the parent couple who had worked so hard 
to sever the string in my back yard. 

Frorn the very first moment, when the robins decided to mate, al f the t r 
operations and functions had bee n gulde c, controlled , ~nd directed by the

Wtt h tn a few week~, In 
th~ barrel contalnlng the sort . the lfttle green shoots woul d appear, and, 
In tlme , the ripened ears of grain would appear also. I could. watch th~ 
barrel contatnlng th« sawdust 6 long time, however, before any I ittle gr een 
shoots W'"' uld appear tn ' it . Are we to infer th e n that the. grai:-t of wheat 
knows the dtfferenc~ between ao&J and sawdust~ I do not think so . Ne!ther 
can we infer th a t either the soil ror the sawdusf even KNOW that grains of 
wheat have been placed tn them, for n~ither wheilt . sofl or sawdust , of them• 
selves h~ve any thinking abillty, or tntellfgence of any sort .
