A little further up Figueroa St. a Baptist church had a banner 
across . the street readin g---"6HRIST OR PSYCH I,NA---\XIHICH~? 

1 dont believe I should have erected either oi those signs if I had 
been in charge of either of those churches. All they did was to 
advertise our Convention free of charge. I spent nany hundreds of 
dollars in advertising on the front of the street-cars and in the 
newspapers,but here were ch,Jrcijes advertising us free of charge. 
It was a rr1 istake. fhe attitude of the churches should be one of 
"hands o t f " for i f t h i s Mo v em en t i s of God, no t h i n g any c h u r c h can do 
c a n s t o p i t • I t i t i s n o t o t Go d , i t w i I I t a J I b y t h e we i g h t o f i t s 
own error. I know as well as anyone knows that religious superstition 
can be very deeply rooted. I know,as wet I as anyone knows,that it is 
p I a y i n g w i t h d y n am i t e to try and ups e t anyone ' s r e I i g i o us the or i e s •

B u t w h e n i t c om e s do w n t o c a s e s , a n d w h e n i t i s a m a t t e r o f 
either saving or losing our civilization,then ones personal feelings

matter at all. There is little sense of security in the world today.
