That e vening ,on arrival at Seattle,.lying on the bed resting a bit, I took a volume 
out of my grip,and proceeded to read it. It was the story of the Council of Trent 

which transnined in the year 1545 A.D. You will recall,if you know the structure of

scripture by a vote of priests of the Roman Cat~lic chuxch. 

At that con~ention or convocation or whatever they called it in those days,quite an 
argument took place. It seemed that there had appeared,in the hands of monks and 
priests,a bunof of religious writings,completely anonymous,and as the Catholics and 

St.Augustine were at that time busily ~ngaged in compilng the ~'lord of" God", these · 
anonymous writing,the outhorship of whi~ never has been known,came in for discus­

~- sion. For of them were put into what is now known as the New Testament,while some -
others were omitted because, to quoter ~they might not be ~ilieved". 

Anyway,we got four gospels out of the conference,and we got them by a vote of Cath­
olic priests and not by "divine inspirationn of God,as we have been so often told. 
It is interesting to read and note just WHY we have .only four~ospels. I quote 

from a report of that .conference,and the speaker is Irenaeus,Bishop of Lyons,and re­
member, this is less than 400 years ago----"there are four great winds, the earth has .

It is,therefore,evidBnt that we have four gospels because animals have tour legs, 
and it is also a fact that these four gospels,the only writings which tell the story 
of Jesms Christ,are completely anonymous,and they were put in the bible as a result 

of this vote of Catholic prmests,and NOT by divine inSpiration. These are little 
known facts,yet every ch~rch-mamber in the whole Christian religion should know of 
them,because I took them from church writings themselves.
