THE PEGLER ARTICLES 
JT SEEMS that one of America's 

eastern "writing gentlemen" who 
goes under the title of "columnist" 
recently took it upon himself to 
write a series of articles on your 
humble leader. Of course, like the 
rest of the articles written about 
this Movement and myself, I was 
alluded to as a "racketeer" whatever 
that may be. Personally, I had 
never heard of this fellow before 
Students began to send me these 
syndicated articles.

Then 
again, I could cause such a storm of 
protest to be sent in to the papers 
Mr. Pegler writes for, that they 
would he glad to get rid of his 
column completely. For if these 
articles are libellous, then every 
newspaper which published them, 
together with the syndicate which 
released them, are equally liable for 
heavy damages . 

A special meeting of the Board of 
Directors has been called and upon 
that meeting will depend our future 
action. I am of the opinion that 
these "eolumnists" should certainly 
be made to investigate before they 
attempt to attack any institution. 
I have offered to pay his expenses 
to Moscow and return if he would 
come here and learn the facts. As 
an alternative, I have offered to take 
t he records anywhere in the United 
States for his perusal. I did this to 
find out whether the man actually 
wanted to play fair or not. To date, 
no acceptance of either proposition 
has been forthcoming. 

Then again, I could start a syndi­
cate of articles against this type of 
"columnist" and there are many 
things I could do. I have a complete 
list of the papers these articles ap­
peared in, but I shall not publish 
this list to my Students yet, and I 
do not want any of you to write to 
any newspaper, or discontinue your 
subscription at this time. If I decide 
or if the Board decides to take 
action, we shall take it legally. How­
ever, it depends entirely upon the 
attitude of Mr. Pegler and the 
syndicate which released these art­
icles. This corporation desires no 
action against anyone, but it will 

defend its reputation and integrit 
whenever it is deemed nedessary. I 
the meantime, remember Mr. Pegle1 
and let's hope that no harm come 
from doing this Movement a gre:; 
injustice. 

I should not care to ridicule o 
try to harm a Movement of th 
Spirit of God. It is dynamite to th 
one who tries it, as many have foun 
out already. Somehow or other, th 
Power of the Spirit of God has 
way of protecting those who are i 
that Spirit, and Mr. Pegler littl 
knew the danger he was runnin 
when he took it upon himself t 
damage this Movement. I only hop 
that he retracts for his own sakE 
Nothing Mr. Pegler or any othe 
columnist can do can ever hurt thi 
Movement. One may, however, ser 
iously hurt himself by attacking an 
attempting to damage a Movemen 
in which the Power of God is a 
pregnant as it is in this Movemem 
Let us all hope and pray that n 
harm comes to Mr. Pegler.
