It is not possible for anyone to

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CAN IT BE .POSSIBLE? 
J WAS having some conversation in 

Chicago recently with a man who 
considers himself to be a "noted 
divine" although I have never found 
anyone else who considers him 
either "noted" or "divine." How­
ever, this chap thinks he is so we 
will allow him to have that doubtful 
honor. During the conversation, in 
which this chap had been trying 
hard and in vain to impress me with 
his importance, he said to me in a 
rather arrogant manner :-"Do you 
think it can be possible that the en­
tire church has a religious phil­
osophy, which is not true ?" I re­
plied-"N ot only is that possible, 
but it happens to be a fact my 
friend." 

He did some thinking. For some 
reason or other this chap has a 
wholesome respect for my ability in 
the realm of religion, and he has, 
on more than one occasion, alluded 
to me as "the best posted man on 
ancient religions in America today." 
I disclaim that honor. I don't want 
it. I do, however, know enough of 
the structure and origin of all re­
ligions to be able to defend my.self 
from attack on theological grounds 
anytime, anywhere. 

However, this chap has that idea, 
and I felt flattered when I saw 
what the good deacon was really 
thinking. If he thinks hard enough 
he will see the truth of my state­
ment. Now a "belief," even though 
it cannot be proven, is not neces­
sarily a bad thing. It might even be 
a good thing. But a "belief" which 
is known to be actually false and un­
sound, never can be a good thing. 
In this realm of religion it i.:; not 
hard to conceive of how so many 
millions are believing in a false 
religious philosophy. In the first 
place, 999 out of every 1,000 do not 
believe it. I mean actually and 
literally. 

True, they belong to organizations 
which say they believe it, and they 
teach it. But as far as actually be­
lieving that the Great God-Spirit of 
all creation ever was so much flesh 
that human beings could kill him-

well-the thing is too preposterous 
for anyone in his right mind to be­
lieve. And it. is not believed even 
though many tell us they do believe 
it. It is a mental impossibility to be­
lieve anything the reason cannot con­
ceive of, or understand. And no one 
can understand a just God making 
a mistake when he created men, 
then drowning them all out of ex­
istence like rats in a trap. That 
cannot be conceived by any normal 
human mind. Therefore, no normal 
human mind can believe it. Person­
ally, even if it were true I should 
not want to believe it. Thank God 
though, it is NOT true. It's a million 
miles from the truth. 

Well how did the story ever get 
started then? Well in the first place, 
the entire Christian system of 
theology is an absolute copy of the 
r eligion of the Hindu insofar as its 
fundamentals are concerned. The 
"heathen" Hindo was in possession 
of every fundamental of the 
Christian religion, and he had these 
fundamentals 1400 years before 
Christianity was ever heard of. 

It can be demonstrated that some­
where in the religious shuffle, 
Hinduism and Christianity became 
entangled. Probably through the 
Essenian Jews, for Jesus of the 
Christian church, if he ever lived at 
all, and according to the bible tra­
ditions of him, was a Syrian Jew, 
and an Essenian follower of Budd­
hism in all probability. The whole 
thing is so vague, and evidence is 
so impossible of proof, that one 
must stretch his imagination farther 
than I can stretch mine, to even 
give the story serious thought. It 
can be disproven only by proving 
that it is not original, not reason­
able, and therefore untrue. 

But it is a religion of fear, and 
had it not been for the "heathen" 
and "fearful" condition of the 
minds of men some few thousands 
of years ago, the story never could 
have gotten off to a good start. But 
it did, and while lots of harm has 
been done on account of it, and 
while lots of wars have been fought 

on account of it, still, it is ' 
questionable if, viewed in the lr 
o! alf that has happened, all tha 
now happening, and all that is 
1.0 happen, it might still have ser 
a useful purpose.

And this one 
certainly would be different from 
anything this world has seen. Had 
we the money I would start to­
morrow. 

As a result of this Spiritual Awak­
ening, men and women in €Very city 
in the U. S., would, I am sure, rally 
to our support when they saw what 
God was doing through this Move­
ment. The newspapers would co­
operate, for they know as well as 
we know, that only a higher Power 
than man possesses can step into 
fhis alarming world picture and 
bring peace. Religion, then, under 
that sort of Spiritual Awak€ning 
would be a very real t hing. The 
Catholic would forget all about his 
mass, the Baptist would forget all 
about the water, the Presbyterian 
would forget all his funny creeds, 
etc., and they all would join hands 
to bring in to this world the Power 
of the Spirit of God. That would 
be a Spiritual Awakening worth 
while, would it not? Well it will 
have to come, and the Founder of 
"PSYCHIANA" will have to be the 
man througb whom the Movement 
starts. 

A few years ago, I suggested a 
movement like that to a certain 
protestant religious leader, and 
shortly after a "Flying Squadron" 
was sent all over the United States. 
The object of the "Squadron" as told 
to me, was to "deepen the spiritual 
experience of all Christians." But 
it failed. For the world today is 
worse off than it was before the 
"Squadron" started out. The reason 
it failed was because it attempted 
to bring in a deepening of spiritual 
values, leaving God out of the ques­
tion entirely. So it failed. All such

attempts failed, as they must with 
God out of the question. "Oh but 
they preached Jesus Christ" I seem 
to, hear some say. True-but that 
was not enough. The S'quadron 
failed to deepen the Spiritual ex­
perience of Christians. 

And every spiritual movement, re­
gardless of how honest it may be, 
and regardless of the organization 
behind it, will fail if it leaves God 
Almighty out of the picture, and 
substitutes in the place of God­
Jesus Christ. Tlie substitution will 
not work. Even though these good 
f'Olks do believe in Jesus as God, 
they still have what they call the 
Holy Spirit left. That is the Spirit 
of God I am teaching. But they will 
have to preach and teach and ex­
perience the Power of that Spirit 
themselves. Then, they will go places 
for God. There is little use beating 
around the bush. The story of Jesus 
as God has been preached by the 
Protestants for 400 years now, and 
look at the world. The Catholics have 
been 'Operating on the same theory 
for longer than that, and they too 
have been able to get just exactly 
nowhere in bringing to the world 
the knowledge of the Power of the 
Spirit of God. With them the whole 
thing is the Roman Catholic church. 
And even that is not sufficient to 
bring a knowledge 'Of God to human­
ity. It may satisfy itself, but it does 
not prevent war, nor does it do one 
single thing towards bringing to 
humanity, the priceless truths of a 
priceless God. So some other and 
more potent conception of God and 
some more potent outpouring of the 
Spirit of God will be necessary, and 
is necessary now. 

I do not know if such a movement 
as I am speaking of can be started 
in 1940. It would take a lot of money 
to start it, although I believe after 
it was started it would finance itself. 
But we won't worry about that. 
When the proper time comes, the 
Spirit 'Of God will bring to me the 
man or the woman who has ample 
funds with which to do this, and 
then we shall start. I learned a long 
time ago not to try to force God. 

Everything we all need is in the 
Realm of the Spirit of God, and he 
is a happy man who has learned to 
"be still, and know that I am God." 
The trouble today is to get men and 
women to act when they know the 
leadings of the Spirit of God. But 
there is a danger too of trying to go 
ahead of God. That is disastrous al­
ways. 

Now what shall we of "Psychiana" 
do until such time as the S'pirit of 
God reveals our next move? Well, 
the main thing now is to direct our 
every effort to the bringing of t he 
Power of the Spirit of God to the 
world, so that this horrible carnage 
in Europe can be stopped. Nothing 
else matters. To help accomplish 
that, our Students are spending a 
few moments three times daily with 
God, and are throwing the Power of 
the Spirit of God against those 
powers which are devastating 
Europe today. That means much. It 
probably is meaning much more 
than most people realize. For it is 
impossible to DIRECT THE SPIRIT 
OF' GOD ALONG THAT CHANNEL 
W ITHOUT DOING ITS WORK 
VERY EFFICIENTLY. Never for­
get that. And at this very moment, 
on New Year's Day, 1940, both 
Hitler and Stalin are feeling the 
effects of this Spiritual Movement 
of God. It cannot be otherwise. Those 
of us who know very much of God, 
and how the Spirit of God operates, 
know very well that it is possible 
for us to sit quietly here in America, 
before God, and throw the Power of 
the Spirit of God against any Power 
opposed to God anywhere. 

I said to my Students in one of 
the Lessons-"Y our thoughts are 
part of the Living God." They are. 
And that is the reason it is possible 
for me, or you, to sit in our rooms, 
and through our knowledge of the 
Power of the S'pirit of God, make it 
so uncomfortable and so miserable 
for the one the Power is directed 
against, that such a one will know 
something is going on. If just my 
Students alone, all over the world, 
will keep these affirmations up 
against Hitler and Stalin, and will 
be in close t'Ouch with the Spirit of 
God while doing them, anything may 
happen. Of course, what I would like 

to see would be every church in 
istence working with us in our 
forts to make God a Living Re: 
to mankind. The Protestant cht 
may. The Roman Catholic ch1 
never will. At least it would suq 
me greatly if it did. But any1 
the Protestant churches alone sh 
be sufficient . If I can get then 
lay aside their cherished Jesus 
dition, and exchange it for the ac 
P resence of the Spirit of God, I ~ 
nave accomplished wonders. I 
lieve it can be done. I believe 
WILL HAVE TO BE DONE 
peace is to be restored to this 
spondent world. 

So then, we of "Psychiana" :
