appear in ever-increasing number and 
in more and more papers and maga­
zines and over more and more radio 
stations. The consternation among the 
"orthodox" grew. They became a bit 
alarmed. "Who is this man Robinson 
of Moscow?" they asked. 

Then such outstanding magazines 
as "Time," "Newsweek," "The Path­
finder," "The Edit01· and Publishe1·" 
and scores more magazines and news­
papers took up the cry and more and 
more publicity was given to this hum­
ble Movement of God, which orig­
inated in the back end of a drugstore 
in this little city of Moscow, Idaho. 
Photos of the Founder of the Move­
ment began to appear in newspapers 
in many lands, and now, after ten 
years, the "Psychiana" Movement 
is attracting more international at­
tention than any other religious 
movement on the face of the 
earth. It is still derided by "ortho­
doxy." It is still maligned and perse­
cuted by "the faithful," but fortunate-

Yoga 'Teachings 
Many letters have come in from 

Students asking our advice about 
their t rying to practice different 
Yoga philosophies and exercises. My 
advice is to leave them all alone. 
Yoga or "Yogue" as it really is, is not 
for the western civilization. Its prin­
ciples and practices are not suited to 
the western world, and a westerner 
cannot apply those principles without 
the danger of suffering mental dis­
turbances. In India, from whence 
most religions came, the practice of 
the "Yogue" if faithfully carried out, 
has a lot of merit in it. But why go 
through a series of body-tormenting 
exercises in order to find God? Since 
the advent of "Psychiana" there has 
been a very notable decrease in the 
lecturing "Swamis" which used to 
reap golden harvests travelling 
around the country teaching their 
Hindoo philosophies. You seldom 
hear of them any more. There has 
been a ver y marked decrease also 
in the study of "courses" which are 
designed to bring "health, happiness 
and prosperity" through some secret 
learned in India or somewhere else.

There are few of these left, and what 
few there are, are finding the travel­
ling increasingly difficult. The Fed­
eral Trade Commission periodically 
steps on their toes, and the field is 
not as profitable as it used to be. 
"Food" lecturers, etc.-all these are 
practically out of the picture since 
the advent of "Psychiana." For with 
this Teaching came the knowledge 
that the Spirit of God is the divine 
inhabitant of every human life, there­
fore, it is not necessary to practice 
either "Yogue" or any other system 
or "course" designed to make one 
rich through "mental exercises," etc.

be maintained. When dictatorship 
fails, it is ended. When democracy 
fails, it can try again. When t rue 
religion is strong, democracy thrives. 
To safeguard democracy in our na­
tion, we need a re-birth of fellowship, 
of living, and of working together; 
and we also need a more direct con­
tact with our problems, a wider un­
derstanding, and through this under­
standing a knowledge of how these 
problems are to be solved.-Rev.
