God’s sake and the sake of suffering
humanity let’s see if we cannot find
that answer.

For there is an answer. There must
ke an answer. And the honest man
and the thinking man will never deny
anyone the right to try to find the
heart. of the trouble and to suggest
the answer. That is what I am trying
as honestly as I know how to try, to
do. Of course, what I write makes
religious organizations literally “see
red.” But I am quite sure that I am
correct in my theories. I am sure
that proven facts bear me out. So
then, what sort of a coward would I
be if, because certain religious or-
ganizations “see red” when I write—
I were to stop writing? That would
not be American, would it? Surely
that would not be honorable, would
it?

If 1T know what the answer to
world conditions is, and if I know
what has brought those world con-
ditions about, and if I know what will
remedy these ungodly conditions,
should I not, with all my might and
main, strive to bring these facts to
the attention of all? Of course I
should. Of course I will. The fact
that certain religious “faiths” do
“see red” when I write, will, to
the initiate in world affairs, tend
to prove that I might know what
I am talking about. At any rate, none
can charge me with being dishonest
in my writings. None can charge me
with not knowing what I am talking
about. None can deny that more peo-
ple are finding God as a result of
what I teach, than are finding God
through all the other religious organ-
izations combined. Therefore, in ask-
ing the questions I shall ask in this

article, those who read
aright may see the an-
swer to the staggeringly
appalling conditions un-
der which this old world
of ours labors tonight.

If T am governed by
honest motives, and I
am, then the world
should assist me in
whatever intelligent efforts I make
to get at the root of the trouble, and
it should do this in spite of what any
religious organization thinks, acts, or
feals towards me. If they were in ear-
nest themselves, they would investi-
gate what I say, and, if it is true, they
would guide themselves accordingly.
For what I write as the weeks and
months go by, is not going to soften
any. I shall never retract one step I
have taken. I think too long before
taking these steps. And you may de-
pend upon it, if I were not absolutely
sure of my ground, I should not be
heading this Movement and carrying
around on one pair of shoulders all
the responsibility this job entails. No
—1I don’t believe any who read what I
write will accuse me of dishonesty,
nor will they accuse me of “trying to
destroy religion.”

I will grant you that if what mas-
querades as “true religion” is noth-
ing of the sort, and if I can prove it
is nothing of the sort, I certainly
shall bring to this world as rapidly
and as conscientiously as I possibly
can, what has been revealed to me by
the Spirit of God, as true religion.
Nothing can stop me there. And you
would do likewise if you are a true
man or woman. If you had the vision
of God and from God which I have,
you would do exactly as I am doing.
And unless you had the intestinal
fortitude to do it, you would not have
been given that vision. For when God
calls a man or woman to bring to
the earth some new truth, God in-
variably equips that man or that wo-
man for the task.

I think this question has come up in
this dept. before. I do NOT hate any
human being alive. I love them all.
I HATE any system of theology
which attempts to take over what
God alone should be doing, and I
will fight such a system to a fare-
thee-well. Just this afternoon, the
two Catholic sisters from the local
Academy spent almost one hour in
my down-town study. We had a good
time. Not too long ago I was sitting
on the porch of the Catholic rectory
or whatever you call it, eating water-
melon with three Catholic priests.
I carry on a correspondence with a
prominent Catholic priest in the San
Francisco University. If I ever hate
anyone, which I don’t, I won't be
eating watermelon with them. A
few months ago in Boise, Idaho, a
Catholic priest and I sat in a res-
taurant eating together. It was Fri-
day and we ate fish. Had it been
Tuesday we would have eaten ham
and eggs. No—I shall fight for the
truths of God as I see them. I be-
lieve the Roman Catholic church to
be a relic of pagan barbarism. And
that church knows just exactly what
I feel about it. But I don’'t hate a
Catholic, never did, never shall.

: Why did sin enter the world?

I wish I knew. But I don't.

Let God show you what he can do
if you will keep active enough to
allow God to do it. I suggest a quiet,
listening period several times daily.
But, after the “quiet” period, get into
action. For it is only action which
counts. Passive religion is not worth
powder enough to blow it to kingdom
come, so don’t you have any of that
sort of religion. Make it active.

It means that we are bringing to
men and women, through the grace
and Power of the Spirit of God—
the Truths of God which can save
humanity from complete annihilation.
