YESTERDAY, June 14th, I heard

Seems as if the church lead­
ers are finally awakening to the fact 
that they are hopeless. S'o today, 
knowing full well that the letter will 
go into the waste basket, I offered 
my services to VanKirk. I asked him 
to call together the heads of all the 
differing systems of religion in 
America. I promised, if he would do 
that, and if these leaders would fol­
low me, I would bring to this world 
the greatest Spiritual Awakening this 
world has ever known. I told Va:nKirk 
plainly that I did not accept the god­
ship of Jesus Christ, and I pointed 
out to him that hundreds of thousands 
of my people had found the Power ·of 
the Spirit of God in their lives, and 
none of them accepted the Jesus 
Christ story.

the Christian church or not. I know 
this-! know that if the Christian 
church refuses the services of the 
only man on the face of the earth 
who can bring to that church the 
t r uths of God, it will deser ve what­
ever it gets in the future. You will 
recall that a few weeks ago in this 
magazine, I predicted the capitulation 
of both Belgium and France, long 
before it happened.

:How can I be sure I am living as 
close to God as He would have me 
live? 
You can't. You may live as close to 
God as you possibly can, but I don't 
like that s tatement about "living 
close to God." It's not a case of living 
close to God-it's a case of recogniz­
ing the Power of the Spirit of God in 
you, and then allowing that Power 
to manifest through you. If you 
worry about YOUR living close to 
God, your thoughts are of yourself. 
This is wrong. You should forget 
yourself and think only of the Spirit 
of God in you. 

: Why do you so violently oppose 
Christianity? Is it not true? 
I did not know that I "violently" op­
posed Christianity, but if I do it is 
because I do not think it is true. If I 
thought it were true, there could be 
no object in arguing against it. It is 
not true, and I think I have abun­
dantly proved that many a time. If 
Christianity were true, it never could 
be destroyed, but it is being destroyed 
for it is destroying itself. Read the 
record of the decline of every reli­
gious organization in existence. Ask 
the editor of the Methodist Advocate 
to send you a copy of the January 4th 
issue, 1940, and then read the pa­
thetic story of the decay of this 
branch of the Christian religion your­
~elf. They all tell the same story. 
That, to me, is the surest evidence 
that the Christian religion is not true. 
You will note very carefully that 
while I take issue with Chris tianity, 
I do not deny the existence of God. 
In fact, I teach and preach nothing 
else. Christianity is only one of many 
existing systems of religion, and they 
all are founded on myth and super­
stition. None of them have the truths 
of God in them. Did they have, they 
never could even destroy themselves 
which they are doing today and very 
surely. Christianity rests upon a more 
slender and insecure foundation than 
any other religion in the world. It 
rests upon a pagan fable and a dream 
-insecure things, those. 

: What is causing all the unhappiness 
in the world today, and why? 
The Christian religion has produced 
more unhappiness among men than 
all the other religions combined, if 
that is what you wanted me to say, 
and I suspect it is. It has caused more 
wars and more bloodshed than any 
other religion has caused. As long as 
men and women believe the foolish 
theories in it, it will continue to do 
so. The Spirit of God does not do 
these things. Only false systems of 
religion cause hatred, etc. 

::You would make a wonderful man 
for the church. I believe the Power 

·you possess could bring in the day 
you are looking for and do it under 
the church. What difference does it 
make, anyway, whether Jesus was 
God or not? That is a minor point. 
Won't you throw the great weight of 
your influence for good to the 
church? 
That is a very sensible question, and 
one over which I have spent a great 
deal of time. Please don't think that 
I like to antagonize anyone, especial -

ly the church. I assure you it would 
be the gladdest day of my life if and 
when the church and I could get to­
gether. Frankly, I do not see how 
that can be, at this time. The day 
may come when the church is willing 
to come to me and invite me into its 
pulpits, and it will be a good day for 
the church when it does. But it will 
not do it yet, and certainly I am in 
no position to go to the church. 
"Psychiana" is not on the defensive. 
It is not losing. I do not have to have 
help from anyone, for it is the Chris­
tian church which is on the defen­
sive--not I. 

Now you ask what difference it 
makes whether Jesus was God or 
not. Well- it makes all the difference 
in the world, and certainly that is not 
a minor point. The whole Christian 
religion is predicated upon Jesus 
Christ being actually and literally, 
God Almighty. If Jesus Christ is not 
that, then the Christian church is 
sailing under false colors and the 
very foundations upon which the 
structure stands are false and sandy 
foundations. 

Much as I love the churches, and I 
do love them all, I am of the opinion 
that I can do more for God and hu­
manity entirely outside of the church 
at the present time. You see, the only 
point involved in my ministry is the 
fact of the operations of the Spirit of 
God. That Spirit is moving on this 
earth, not through the churches, but 
through the "Psychiana" Movement, 
and there is where I belong. It is 
through me that this great revelation 
of the Power of God is coming.

That's all they 
could do. That's all they did. They had 
no more to do with the actual building 
of your body than I had. At that point, 
however, some other Power, some 
higher Power, the Spirit of Life, God, 
stepped into that picture, and took 
complete chat·ge of the building proc­
esses from that point on. Your par­
ents didn't have anything to say about 
the marvelous biological and physio­
logical processes which were neces­
sary to bring a perfect human being 
into existence f·rom two little bugs­
did they? 

Let us remember here that this 
strange outside Power which changed 
these two little bugs into you, must 
have been an intelligent Power-oth­
erwise a dog or a cat might have been 
born. Such an intelligence, such wis­
dom, such Power, such Life-that 
force, that Law, that Spirit which 
took complete charge of those build­
ing operations, that was the True 
God.

That same 
Spirit of Infinite Life-the Spirit of 
the Infinite God, did not leave you 
when the physician cut the umbilical 
cord-but It lives and operates in 
you today, just as It did through the 
nine months when It was forming you 
from two little bugs. Now, that be­

It does, whether you know it or not. 
And this opens up an amazing avenue. 
I can't go into it here; but I can tell 
you that all the Power of the Spirit 
of God which made you, still lives in 
you, and if that is so, you have at 
your disposal, more of the Power of 
the Spirit of the I nfinite, Invisible 
God than you will ever be able to use. 
Your only duty to make your life com­
pletely as it should be, is to recognize 
this staggelring fact.

---{l,Ctually living in you. Think this 
over, and when you see the truth of 
it, try contacting that God-Power.

It's 
there, my friend, and when you know 
how to use that God-Power, you will 
be like God, for the very same life 
and Power that is God, actually lives 
in you, and can be drawn upon by you 
any time. Do you think the Power 
which is God cannot straighten out 
this old world? Don't fool yourself­
it can, and it will. We of "Psychiana" 
are doing everything in our power, 
and in the ever-present Power of God, 
to tell men and women that God lives 
in them-an answer to t heir every 
need and desire.
