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Animals Have
Four Legs ~

Christian does not contain the truths
of the Spirit of God. It is, I repeat, a
pagan system of theology, originated
in its entirety by the Roman Catholic
church to which may be given the
credit for bringing to this world, not
the truths of the Spirit of God, but
church-made theories and dogmas.

If I were to tell the average Protes-
tant, or Catholic for that matter, that
the reason there are four gospels is
because animals have four legs, the
tendency might be to say, “That
fellow is crazy.” But investigation
reveals that this happens to be the
exact reason we have four gospels—
just simply because animals have four
legs. It happened in this wise. Iren-
aeus, Bishop of Lyons, was more re-
sponsible for the present canon of
New Testament literature than was
anyone else. Along about that time,
in 1545 A.D., certain anonymous
writings began to appear, and always
in the hands of priests. No one knows
where they came from, nor does any-
one know who wrote these funny doe-
uments. We do know that they were
completely anonymous, and always
appeared in the hands of someone
connected with the Catholic church.

Proof of the existence of these
anonymous papers cannot be estab-
lished, for if we ask the church now
to prove the truth of the four gospels
by showing us the original manu-
scripts, the church cannot do that.
They tell us they were all lost, every
one of them. No one has ever seen
them, and insofar as there being any
evidence whatsoever of their exist-
ence, there is none. Even if they did

exist, they would prove
nothing. The point here
is that these four gospels
were placed in the canon
because animals have
four legs. Irenaeus, in
order to decide which of
the many anonymous and
mysterious manuscripts
should be considered the
“divinely inspired word of God,”
called together a council of about 180
priests and bishops of the Roman
church. After having fist-fights and
general arguments, a deciding vote
was obtained. Bishop Irenaeus made
the following statements, according
to record of the council—“The earth
has four corners, there are four great
winds, animals have four legs, so we
must have just four gospels.”

Trusting Protestants have staked
their souls on the truth and the ver-
acity of these four gospels; yet we
here have proof that the reason we
have them is because animals have
four legs, and this is what we have
been asked to believe is the “divinely
inspired bible,” the absolutely in-
spired word of God. It is plain to
be seen, however, that these four
gospels, and anything else in the bible,
cannot be the word of God. Rather is
the New Testament the word of the
Roman Catholic church.

It is interesting to note that after
these writings had been put into the
canon ot “seripture,” a note was ap-
pended which read as follows—“If
anyoie teaches any other gospel than
these four, let him be damned.” In
other words, the Roman church took
four anonymous writings of its own
manufacture, and told the world they
were the “divinely inspired word of
God.” What they did not tell the world
was the manner in which they were
obtained, nor did they tell the world
that these nameless and senseless
writings are in the bible because ani-
mals have four legs. Ask your minis-

gospels is because animals have four
legs, and see what he says.

Ask him where the titles to these
four gospels came from, and ask him
to produce the proof that they were
written by the men whose names they
bear. The Roman Catholic church
states, in its Catholic encyclopedia,
that these titles were supplied by the
Catholic church itself.

Here is a passage from the rejected
books of the Christian bible. When
the Catholic bishops and priests had
their great pow-wow in Trent in the
year 1545 A.D., they voted into the
Christian bible four books now known
as “‘gospels.” These traditional writ-
ings are the only place where there is
any record of Jesus Christ, and they
are probably “phoney.” But let us take
one story from the books these priests
rejected, and let us note that although
the “vote” did not admit them to the
New Testament, they are just as au-
thentic as those which won on the
ballot. And none of them are authen-
tic because no original MS of them
has ever been known to exist. In other
words, we accept the story utterly
without evidence. Had Jesus Christ
been Almighty God, there would have
been lots of evidence to prove it.
