This gives us about 19,000,000
people out of 130,000,000 who actual-
ly attend some religious institution.
This is 19,000,000, and the balance of
111,000,000 will be struck dumb with
horror when the war unleashes its
full fury in this hemisphere and it
will undoubtedly do that.

Truly the darkness deepens over
all civilization, and just as truly is
this period of sorrow a clear indi-
cator of what the future will bring.
For 12 years now, this Movement
has earnestly, desperately endeavored
to bring to the world, especially the
churches, the actual Truths of God.
It is a self-evident fact that there is
no religious organization in exist-
ence through which the Spirit of God
can manifest on this earth. Nor is
there one single religious organi-
zation with the exception of this
Movement which is teaching men and
women the actual Power and Truths
of the Great Creator from whose fin-
ger tips rolled not only this planet
but millions of other planets. I shall
repeat here the charges I have made
covering the past 12 years. I think
every reader of this Weekly knows
what those charges are. You know
that I have repeatedly, for 12 years,
made the statement, revolutionary
though it may seem, that what re-
ligious organizations offer to us as
being from God and of God is nothing
of the sort. I have had to fight and
battle and defend myself against the
attacks of what we know as “ortho-
dox theology,” strongly entrenched
politically. Yet in a very fearless
manner, motivated only by a desire
to bring the actual Truths of God

to this earth, this Move-
ment has given every-
thing it has to that
cause.

As we see this day of
horror shape up and as
we see the attempt of
great war-like leaders to
destroy the works of God
and drive the name of
God from the face of the earth, I
trust it makes us all think. What this
horror means has not been driven
-home to you here in America, yet the
people are beginning to realize that
this devastating thing, the abomina-
tion of dictatorships, is at our very
doors; in fact, I repeat, American
blood may be flowing before this
article reaches you.

This period of horror and whole-
sale murder will disfigure the face
of this earth. What we have known
as civilization we shall no longer
know as that. I wish to impress upon
you with all the earnestness at my
command and with all the Power the
Spirit of God gives me that it is
going to be necessary for every man
and woman who actually believes that
the Power of God still exists, to take
a definite, positive and sacrificial
stand for that Power. The religious
philosophy of today is utterly useless
in the coming days of tribulation. No
god will return on the clouds of
heaven to wage war on these dictators
as some religions are teaching. There
will be no supernatural help from
“heaven.”

There will be no supernatural be-
ing who will come floating down
from the regions above to stop these
war-mad men. No, there will be none
of that.

There is just one thing which will
bring Hitler and the rest of these
ungodly despots to their doom, and
that one thing is the Power of Right
(God) over its opposite power (the
power of wrong). There will be an
actual demonstration of the Power
of the Spirit of God in human lives,
and every man and woman who be-
lieves in the present existence of the
invisible Spirit which is God will

Exempting Religion . . . . ..

HE Southern California-Arizona
Methodist conference by a vote of
255 to 115 has just adopted a resolu-
tion which reads in part: “That we
discipline ourselves on the realization
of world community and regard no-
body as aliens, but everybody as
brothers, so that, in the event of an
invasion we can treat the invaders
as brothers and not as enemies.”
I may be wrong, but if you ask me,
this comes pretty close to being fifth
column activity. If Hitler's mad

hordes were to invade Canada and

then come on to this fair land, ac-
cording to this resolution adopted
by the Methodist conference, all
Methodists are supposed to “treat the
invaders as brothers and not as ene-
mies.” If I know what I am talking
about, this means that we are to wel-
come the “brother” with open arms,
feed him, give him money and help
make him completely at home in the
land he is invading. I do not see how
you can read anything else into that
resolution.

There are in this country now tens
of thousands of dangerous German
spies and saboteurs who would on
the slightest acknowledgement from
Hitler do everything in their power
to wreck this government and its in-
stitutions. They would blow up our
electric light plants. They would de-
stroy our airplane factories. They
would dynamite our ships. Yet ac-
cording to this Methodist resolution
these aliens are to be treated as
brothers and not as enemies. I may
not be reasoning correctly, but 1
think I am and I think such a resolu-
tion should be investigated by the
Department of Justice.

It has been my pleasure to turn
over to the federal government sev-
eral people who, in their correspond-
ence with me, have shown their pro-
German sympathies. 1 hold in my
hand at this moment a letter signed
personally by John Edgar Hoover,
director of the F. B. 1., in which he
thanks me for ‘“your courtesy and
interest in bringing this information
to my attention. You may be assured
that your letter is being made a mat-
ter of official record, for applied at-

tention.”

This Movement has no use for any
system of religion which attempts to
make brothers out of German aliens
or any other sort of alien who, under
the direction of a war-mad dictator,
would unhesitatingly wreck the last
stronghold of freedom on the face of
the earth.

I am at a loss to understand this
attitude on the part of the Methodist
church. Hitler is known to be abso-
lutely opposed to God and is the
greatest atheist the world has ever
seen. Moreover, whenever he comes
into power, churches and religion
have to go. It is a fact that if Hitler
were to attack and conquer this
country the Methodist church would
have no possible chance of existence,
vet in this resolution the Methodists
have gone on record as resolving that
they regard nobody as alien, but
everybody as brothers, so that in the
event of an invasion ‘“we can treat
the invader as a brother and not as
an enemy.”

I have a suggestion to make here,
which the Methodist church will not
like. T am going to suggest that in-
stead of passing resolutions asking
the American people to treat maraud-
ing invaders as brothers that they
turn all churches into recruiting sta-
tions. Why should a preacher or a
priest or a student of divinity be ex-
empt from conscription? As I say,
Hitler is the common foe of all re-
ligions. He is the common foe of
everything we hold dear in this
country. He is the desecrator of
churches and is the greatest atheist
the world has ever known.

One would naturally think that the
Methodist church would be the first
organization to decide his downfall.
I do not believe the United States is
in any immediate danger and I do
believe that a lot of war hysteria hasg
been whipped up by politicians. There
is, however, only one way to combat
a man like Hitler, and bible waving
is not the way. What it will take is a
bigger war machine than he has,
coupled with the Invisible Power
which is God.

My older Students will remember
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that some eight years ago I publi
an article in the Quarterly predic
exactly what is happening now.

- When do you think man became a
physical being? We are told he once
was a spiritual being, but fell.

man’s conscience, including my own.
Yet the Methodists would join hands
with, “and treat as brothers,” the
hosts following the most inhuman
monster this world has ever known. I
do not know what better use these
churches could be put to. They open
one hour on Sunday morning and
one hour on Sunday evening and are
closed the rest of the week, so that
they would make wonderful recruit-
ing offices. i

It seems to me that this resolution
is on a level with another one adopted

last month by another Methodist con-
vention forbidding any Methodist to
have anything to do with “Psychi-
ana.”’

Let me say in conclusion that this
type of religion will never save this
world. I think it is fifth column ac-
tivity and I don’t care very much
whether the Methodist church likes
that statement or not. What we know
as church organizations today will
have to pass completely out of the
picture, with their pagan philoso-
phies, before this world knows the
Truths of the present existence of
the Great Spirit which is God, and
there is a vast difference between
the “crucified god” of the Methodist
church and the Invisible Spirit which
millions of years ago began the drama
of the ages and which is still contin-
uing the drama, and which will con-
tinue it until man and God become
acquainted with each other. The idea
that the Great Spirit of Infinite Life,
love, peace and justice was killed on
any man’s cross by anybody 2,000
years ago is hindering this world
from finding God.

Personally, I
think they had better forget it. At
least as long as they teach the type of
religion they are teaching today. It’s
rather late in the game for these good
men to attempt to put their theories
of God to the actual test, for it will
take a far stronger Power than they
possess to do anything to straighten
out present world conditions.

For 2,000 years, the theory of God
as believed in and taught by the
Washington Council of Churches has
been given to the world, and, with due
respect to the Rev. Mr. Logan, I sug-
gest that if, in 2,000 years, the story
could accomplish nothing, how can
it be expected to begin now?

Mr. Logan, there is nothing, abso-
lutely mothing Christian forces can
do to stem the tide of atheism which
hag settled like a pall over civiliza-
tion. There is nothing whatsoever you
can do, just as long as you believe and
teach that God—the Great Creator of
this universe—was killed dead on a
cross 2,000 years ago. Yours is but
one of eleven major systems of relig-
ion, Mr. Logan. They cannot all be
true, and how can you insist that
your system alone is true, when most
of the others had a similar story to
the one with which you come to the
world—and they all failed?

Mr. Logan, may I make a sugges-
tion to you? Instead of trying to get
one hour a week to put your theory
of God in the schools of the State of
Washington, why not, in your own
church, begin to teach the Power of
the Spirit of God? That can save this
world. That Spirit is but waiting for
men and women to acknowledge its
Power. But the story of Jesus Christ
you are preaching can never do one
single thing for humanity. It never
has—it never can—it never will. The
story is not true. It is a copy of the

Cured by Accident

One day a young doctor in a small
Swiss town, called to examine a sick
child, diagnosed a trivial throat com-
plaint, and prescribed a dose of potas-
sium chlorate.

The diagnosis was wrong. In a few
days the symptoms of infantile par-
alysis appeared. But the doctor, whose
name wag Contat, noted that the dose
of potassium chlorate, although very
small, had definitely retarded the on-
set of the disease. There was an epi-
demic of infantile paralysis in Switz-
erland at the time, and he was able to
try his treatment on a large number
of cases simultaneously. Thirty-three
children treated by Dr. Contat with
potassium chlorate recovered, while
almost every other case then under
examination in Swiss hospitals result-
ed in the death or paralysis of the pa-
tient.

Backed by Dr. Debat, a French phy-
sician, Dr. Contat then experimented
under varying conditions on a large
number of monkeys, which were in-
oculated with the microbe of infantile
paralysis and subsequently treated
with potassium chlorate. All the mon-
keys so treated recovered, and have
remained perfectly healthy ever since.
If the method passes the rest of its
tests as successfully, the discovery of
Drs. Contat and Debat must be hailed
as a medical achievement of first-
class importance.—Jean Bonnin in Je
Sais Tout (Paris).
