It is a staggering state-
1t, and if true it means that in this 
ntry alone many millions of good 
test Americans have been taught 
rstem of theology which has failed. 
~ow let us see if other prominent 
.rch leaders hold the same opinion. 
·sonally, I accept the statement of 
m Inge completely. For 12 years 
1ave been telling the American 
>ple the very same thing. This 
tement, however, coming from the 
td of the great Church of Eng­
d, must be accepted as being per­
tly correct. Now, let us look at the 

Episcopal Church in the United 
States and see what the head of this 
church has to say. Bishop Tucker, 
who is the head of the Protestant 
Episcopal church in the U.S., not long 
ago made this statement: "Members 
of the Protestant church must develop 
an enthusiasm compa1·able to that of 
Soviet Russia or the Ch1·istian church 
may fail and pass out of existence." 
Here we have two great church lead­
ers making the same ident ical state­
ment and we must agree with them, 
since they know what they ar e talking 
about. If they don't then who does? 

Of course t he Episcopal church is 
only one branch of the Christian 
church, but let us look at some of the 
other branches, and see what they 
say. 

Not long ago Bishop Ralph Magee 
of the Methodist church published the 
statement that last year the Metho­
dist church lost three-quarters of a 
million members and had closed up 
over 3,000 Sunday Schools. Five hun­
dred and fifty Methodist churches on 
the Pacific coast, as recently disclosed 
by the special edition of the Christian 
Advocate of January 4, 1940, lost 
61.6% in world service contributions, 
and that although pastoral support 
declined 12.7% indebtedness went up 
99.4%. 

As I write this to you on August 
13, the United Press released a state­
ment which has a direct bearin~ on 
this article. This U. P. article state.s 
that the total contribution to t he 
Christian church in this country de­
clined over one-quarter of a billion 
dollars against ten years ago. $250,-
000,000 is a lot of money. This just 
simply means that the Arr erican peo­
ple are not supporting the church. 
If Dean Inge and Bishop Tucker are 
convinced t hat Christianity is a 
failure, then the people are begin­
ning to find it out, too. Now let us 
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look at the Presbyterian 
branch of the Christian 
church and see what the 
record looks like there. 
In his dynamic book ''The 

• • Sky is Red," Dr. Jean 
Milner, pastor of Henry Ward Beech­
er's old church in Indianapolis, makes 
this significant statement in closing : 
"The Presbyterian church has an op­
portunity now, which unless we take 
advantage of, the Spi1'it of God will 
manifest itself on this earth through 
institutions outside of the church." 
1 am giving this quotation from mem­
ory, but it is substantially what Dr. 
Milner writes. I could give many 
more statements and facts and fig­
ures from every branch of t he Chris­
tian church if we had space, but I 
am trying to show you that the state­
ment of "gloomy" Dean Inge at St. 
Paul's Cathedral is borne out bv the 
church leaders throughout the entire 
system of Christianity. So far as 1 
know this is the first time that a man 
of the prominence of Dean Inge has 
made the flat statement that Chris­
tianity is a failure. I might interpo­
late here long enough to state that 
if anyone thinks it isn't a failur e, 
look at t he world today. 

For 12 years the Founder of this 
Movement has been trying to help 
the Christian church. He knows it is 
a failure. He knows what the trouble 
is. He knows why it is a failure, and 
he is going to tell its leaders in this 
article, very simply and very plainly, 
what that reason is. I do not need to 
go into the details of what the Chris­
tian church is founded on, because 
we all know that.

man's wife in a little city called Beth­
lehem, 2,000 years ago. 

Let us take the story from the 
Christian bible. It seems that there 
was a couple by the name of Joseph 
and Mary. What their last names 
were, we are not told. In any event, we 
are told that before Joseph had had 
any private relations with his wife, 
he fou nd her to be pr egnant and was 
minded to put her away, seeing that 
she was in this condition. But an 
angel, so we are told, came down to 
Joseph and told him not to put her 
away, because the baby she was to 
give birth to was God Almighty. It 
is interesting to note in passing, that 
in Greece about this time, a law was 
passed declaring the death of any un­
married woman who claimed that a 
ghost was the father of her child.

have four gospels. 

What I am trying to do in this 
article, is to help Christianity find it­
self. For when Christianity discards 
what is evidently not true and really 
finds the Truths of God, it will be 
able to bring those truths to this 
world, and against those truths such 
madmen as Hitler and Muscle-in-i 
and others cannot exist.

If these dictators win, they will see 
to it that every last vestige of Chris­
tianity goes. They have already for­
bidden the Masonic Order to operate 
in any country they have conquered 
and if they should win, and if Japan 
and Russia should enter this war, I 
am saying to you that it will take a 
greater Power than this world has 
ever known to bring peace to this 
earth. Christianity does not have 
that Power. It is a failure, and 
the reason it is a failure is be­
cause instead of teaching the actual 
Truths of the present existence of 
God, it is content to teach a story that 
is not only untrue, but not original. 
The story of a god, born of a virgin;

Now I must close this article. I 
don't believe any branch of the Chris­
tian church will care to give up its 
idols and its false stories.

Evidently it feels they 
are going to win. 

They will not win eventually, be­
cause the "Psychiana" Movement ex­
ists and is bringing to the world for 
the first time the plain, simple Truths 
of God and my Students know what 
these Truths are.

I have a letter this morning from 

one of our Students in Dannemora 
prison. Oh yes, we have Students in 
every federal penitentiary in the 
land. I send the inmates who request 
it, the Lessons free of all charge. This 
chap in Dannemora tells me that there 
is a little group of Students who gath­
er every day in the yard, and study 
and discuss the things of God as we 
reveal them to these good fellows. 
When the human race realizes the 
staggering fact that all the Power of 
the Creator of this universe is avail­
able to it here and now, then will the 
liberation of the human race be com­
plete. These poor devils have done 
some wrong of some sort, and they 
are in the penitentiaries of the coun­
try. That would not be if the world 
knew God. The Portland banker, a 
millionaire, who refused me $100,000 
not long ago with the remark, "not 
interested," is, perhaps, just as much 
a criminal as any one of these chaps 
there in Dannemora. This man has 
the money.
