ana" Movement, the church, just be­
cause the Founder of this "Psychi­
ana" Movement does not believe the 
theories of the church, refuses to give 
up those unsound theories,. all pagan 
in their origin, and it closes its doors 
to the very man who, given the op­
portunity in the church, could make 
of it the most vital and virile Power 
for God and the world, ever known. 
That just means that the Christian 
church will have no part in the re­
demption of the world, which redemp­
tion is not too far away. It means that 
the Christian church would rather 
continue its useless existence and its 
powerless existence, letting the world 
in the meantime go to hell, rather 
than it would give up a teaching 
which it has had for only 400 years 
anyway, and which can be proved 
to be a second-hand theory of God. 

I would like nothing better than to 
work through the Christian church, 
but t hat cannot be under present ar­
rangements. If t he time ever comes 
when the Christian church becomes 
so desperate that it really senses that 
only the Spirit of God can save it, I 
shall be glad then, if still alive and 
able, to help it by bringing to it the 
truths of God, which truths will re­
place the traditions and superstitions 
it now has and which it r eally believes 
to be true.

Forces are 
involved on this earth that no church 
to date has even faint ly realized. His­
tory is being made. Before the present 
frightful slaughter is over, there will 
have been brought to this earth, a 
strange new Power.

The war news gets worse. Great 

Britain is suffering as she has never 
suffered before. That beautiful land 
is being laid waste by the greatt>st 
blight in human form this wor ld has 
ever seen. But the handwriting is 
on the wall. Already things are shr.p­
ing up so that the keen observer can 
see the beginning of the end of the 
wild, fantastic dreams of a super­
madman, for that is exactly what 
Hitler is. He is the most hated and 
despicable' mortal the sun ever shone 
on. And his end shall be swift and 
sure. He cannot stand up against the 
Power of God which is daily being 
thrown against him by the members 
of this organization in every state in 
the Union and in every city of every 
state. 

Such a tide of Spiritual Power is 
setting in against this parasite, that 
it will be pitiable to see him try to 
fight against it. He realizes now that 
he cannot take the island of England 
and Scotland. So he transfers his ac­
tivities into the Balkans, not because 
that was his plan, but to save his 
face with the German people. He will 
fail there, too. In fact, no matter 
what that creature does, it will end 
in disaster, defeat, and shame. No 
man, no nation which attempts to 
build an empire on the ruthless 
slaughter of the innocents, can ac­
complish that end. It just simply isn't 
in the cards. For, strange as it may 
seem, the fundamental principles of 
right are still the basic underlying 
principles of this civilization. They 
always shall be. 

In the past, this world has paid too 
little attention to moral and spiritual 
values, and God, or the Right, has 
been left completely out of the ques­
tion. We have gone our own head­
strong way. We have danced, we have 
drank, we have caroused, and God 
has been farther from our thoughts 
than anything else. The fundamental 
principles of right have been pushed 
to one side in the mad scramble for 
wealth, and the purported happiness 
wealth is supposed to bring. But it 
does not bring any such thing. The 
thing that brings happiness, joy, 
peace, and a sense of complete sat -

isfaction is to do the right, and to 
know that the Eternal Spirit of God 
is the right. 

It has been said that it is always 
darke3t just before the dawn, and 
this is especially true of world con­
ditions today. Never was this world 
in a more sorry plight. Never was 
there the misery and horror which 
has been heaped upon innocent peo­
ples and nations as today. This mon­
ster who is bringing all this to pass 
looks upon himself and the German 
people as "supermen." He says the 
Germans are a "super" race. They 
cannot be or they would never have 
allowed him to come to power. That 
is one thing we have to watch here 
in the United States. 

I think we are all fortunate to be 
living in so grand and sublime a time. 
For it is a sublime time. All that has 
gone by in the past, all the hopes, the 
yearnings of the human race for 
peace, for joy, for happiness, for 
God, will soon be fulfilled. The human 
race has struggled up one step of the 
ladder to the next step. Then it has 
taken a step backward, and then two 
steps forward. But the progress has 
ever been upward. There is one thing 
which has held the race back. There 
is one thing which has contributed to 
the sad condition of the race today.

es: I am an old man of 83. I have not 
much longer to live; the doctor says 
about three weeks. I want to be sure 
my soul is safe. Can you give me that 
assurance through "PSYCHIANA"? 

;;: Yes, I can. The only part of you that 
will die is the old physical body 
which is about worn out, I imagine. 
The inner life, which is a little bit of 
the Spirit of Eternal Life, and which 
has manifested in your body for 83 
years, that never dies. It goes back, I 
presume, into the great ocean of all 
life which is the Realm of the Spirit 
of God, and that life never dies. The 
real YOU will live on and on and on, 
through the countless ages, and the 
chances are it will be a much more 
wonderful life than you have ever 
known here. However, that may be, 
you can rest the life which is the real 
one, safely in the hands of the One 
who created that life. The life mani­
festation never dies. The physicar 
body does. Forget that-you are on 
the verge of a great and wonderful 
discovery, brother. I envy you. 

es: Could you not teach exactly what 
you are now teaching in the church 
you feel closest to? There are millions 
in the church who are hungry like I 
was for the precious truths you are 
bringing to the world. 

s: Yes. I could do the work I am doing 
in the church, but I can't get in. So 
narrow is that organization that even 
though it knows some man or other 
has much more spiritual light and 
Power than it has, it still will not tol­
erate anyone inside the structure who 
will not say "1 do" to a lot of foolish 
theological questions to which no 
man can intelligently say "yes." It 
doesn't seem to care about anything 
except its own creeds and dogmas. In 
A. D. 1545, when old Irenaeus, bish­
op of Lyons, gave us the present 
canon of scripture, he added this­
IF ANY TEACH ANY OTHER DOC­
TRINE LET HIM BE DAMNED. And 
I guess that still goes. The world caB 
go to hell as far as the church is con­
cerned, and it will not lift a hand to 
save the world. What it tnes to do is 
save the world by its own theological 
ideas. The world, however, will be 
saved God's way, not the way of the 
church. So, while I could do the work 
in the church , the church keeps the 
work out. 

es: Shall we be judged according to the 
works done in the body when we 
stand before God? 

s: You will never stand before God in 
the seme you mean. Nor will there 
be any big book "in the sky." That is 
the very thing in the church beliefs 
I am fighting. Just such pagan stories 
as that. For God's sake, throw that 
sort of thing away and give God 
credit for being able to reveal him­
self to you here a nd now. The "big 
book," the "judgment day" and the 
"crucified god" theory are all things 
which have no place in the Realm of 
the Spirit of God. We are better off 
without them. 

es: What can happen to such men as 
Hitler and Stalin to change them into 
peace-loving citizens? 

s: Knowledge of the Spirit of God in 
them. 

Ques: Has any other Bible or religion made 
the record the Christian Bible and re­
ligion have made? 

Ans: I do not know what you mean by 
"record." If you mean has any other 
bible or religion reached more peo­
ple, the answer is "yes." The Hindoo 
religion, and the Hindoo bibles are 
far older, and have far more follow­
ers than the Christian religion or 
bible have. The Hindoo religion also 
has not taken as much whiskey into 
some lands as has followed some 
Christian missionaries. Many of the 
Vedic hymns are much purer in spir­
itual Power than anything in the 
Christian bible is.

Ques: How could such a beautiful story as 

the story of Jesus ever have been 
written by men, without d ivine in­
spiration of God? 

Ans: You find the same identical story in 
the religion of the Hindoo. Yet you 
call that religion "pagan." Yet it had 
the "Redeemer" story and every oth­
er fundamental of the Christian 
"faith" 1,400 years before the Chris­
tian had it. How do you explain that? 

Ques: Are you absolutely sure you are right 
in your surmises? It is all so very 

different from anything I have been 
taught, yet it all sounds so reason­
able, but I want to be sure. 

Ans: Do you think for a moment that I 
should be heading this Movement if 
I did not know, beyond peradventure 
of doubt, of what I am speaking? The 
results in human experiences through 
the Power of the Spirit of God speak 
for themselves.

Yet the Metho­
dist church, which could do so much 
for God and a suffering humanity, 
was more interested in a poor old 
man who had given his best years 
to the church, than it was in the 
vital things of the Power of the 
Spirit of God.

Nat­
urally, as long as the church fights 
the Movement through which the 
Spirit of God is moving on the earth, 
that Spirit will have to operate some­
where outside of the church. The 
Christian church is only one church. 
There are scores of others. The Spirit 
of God embraces all humanity, not 
just members of the Christian church, 
and it is all humanity we of "Psy­
chiana" are interested in. 

So I say to my friend in Portland, 
that while I love the church, and 
while I can, as he says, bring in the 
greatest world evangelism the world 
has ever seen, I cannot do it through 
the Christian church until that church 
opens doors, and those doors cer­
tainly are closed today.

The next letter comes from Miami. 
Florida, and it was written on the 24th of 
May of this year, 1940. Here is what the 
Jetter says:
