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This column makes its appearance
to bring to our American people
first-hand knowledge of the greatest
Power this world can ever know—
the Power of God.

So then, no matter
when or where that beginning may
have been, at the back of it all was
the Creator. We have called %t
Creator—God. Too bad we didn't
stop right there. For had we stopped
there—had man recognized only
“THE CREATOR” and the Power
which must be IN the Creator, this
old world might have been saved a
lot of trouble.

It makes no difference what sort
of a creation it was. Whether the
Creator, by one miraculous act eall-
ed man into being from the dust of
the earth, or whether, as the scient-
ists tell us, it all started from a
fire-mist — it makes no difference
whatsoever so far as I can see. The
one all-important thing is that at
some time, in some manner, in
some way, LIFE came to this earth.
And that Life was a direct creation
of God. And that Life WAS God. It
could not have been anything else
but God. No matter how, or of what
the physical body was first com-
posed, the active Life-Principle of
that body was, and still is-—the
Spirit of the Creator—God.

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What Can God Do For You?

In our last little quiet talk about
God, we discovered that the Life
and Power of God both live in us.
We went away back to the very be-

ginning of all things when there

was no earth, no sky, no anything.
And then, in some manner all un-

known to us, the Creator of all Life

brought to this earth—the Life Prin-
ciple. Man was formed and into the
nostrils of man Almighty God
breathed his own Life. We saw too
that as long as we live on the earth,
whether we know it or not, the mo-
tivating principle of each of us is
the invisible Spirit of the Creator—
God.

We have never looked at it in this
way before—have we? We never for
one moment thought we were as
close to God as we really are. In
some strange manner most of us
have had the idea that personal
contact with Almighty God our Cre-
ator has been reserved for “after
death” when, as a matter of fact,
the very opposite is the fact. It is
in and through life that God mani-
fests in us. God may, or may not
manifest in us after death — but we
do know that just as long as we live
here on the earth, we have in us,
yes, at the very core of us—the Life
that is God.

When we pass on, this body de-
cays. The undertaker comes along
and either buries or cremates it.
That is the last of it. This physical
body can never be resurrected as it
once existed here on earth. So you
see, the time and place to discover
God is not after we die but before
we die. Right now.

You may say, “But can that be
done?” Well, brother or sister, if the
invisible Spirit of God lives in you
—if it gives you Life—if it is the
motivating Power behind all your
actions, why cannot you know that
Power? Why cannot you get ac-
quainted with the Life which is God
in you? And this is perhaps the most
staggering discovery of the ages.
For if Almighty God breathed the
breath of Life into us all, and if that
breath still lives in us as long as we
live, Almighty God did that for the
