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No one, who has not had the experic.>nce. can successfully realize the intense satisfaction wh ich comes 
when he or she sees a human soul for the first time, grasping the staggering truths of the great God-Realm, 
as this Realm of Power actually exists. My ma:n reason for putting into print these staggering truths is that 
the many. many thousands and hundreds of thousands of honest, everyday, truth-seeking Amrrica ns, u-hn~t 
hearts are yearning for the truth, may IE>arn these stt'pendous facts. Believe yo.u me. whrn a mln or wnm1n, 
for the first time, grasps the amazing statrmPnts nf flct I am about to disclose to you, I:ttle wonder it i~ that 
a transformation immediately begins in thlt lift. Tol-e able to realize that there is at the di<;posJl nf c'\'"rry 
normal human being, a spiritual God -T.aw whirh can. and wlll, and L>OES bring to ewryont> U'\in!Z rh1t 
Law, an abunJance of everything nt''-'drd-whethPr it be Spiritual or MATERIAL, is enough to amaze anyone 
-i!Specially when one has been taught from childhood that the only thing God is good for is to provide hap­
piness, peace and plenty, somewhere in the sky after you d ie. 

So as I pass these stupendous facts on to YOU, who are probably discontented and dissJtisfird wirh thf 
picrure of God given to you by differing religious otganizations. and as you, for perhaps the first lime in your 
life, feel HOPE-real HOPE--springing up in your breast, follow me carefully. Follow the Light wh1ch 
will , if you let it, lead you into the experience of Peace, Happiness, and abundant MATERIAL supply, whi,h 
I found to be possible through the great God-Realm, as this Realm exists today. And for NO OTllER PUR­
POSE does this great Realm exist other than for the bring!ng to YOU, an abundance of everything this Re.1lm 
of God contains, and certainly. being the creative source of everything. it contains enough to satisfy your every 
need and des:re for both spiritual and MATERIAL abundance- hue and now. 
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Of course, th:s new revelation of God completely upsets tbe teachings of orthodox theology. \Vhat sort 
of a traitor to my fellow men would I be, if I hid from men and women these staggering God-Truths, just 
because they were contrary to what "orthodoxy" teaches? When I found this staggering new conception of 
God, with his Power to do EVERYTHING we cannot do, I had an intense longing to pass these irresist:ble 
truths on to others. Needless to say, this teaching did nor spring into existence overnight, nor has the ac­
cumulation of money ever entered into it. In passing these truths of God to others, the Law of the great 
God-Realm has brought to me the things I longed for all my life, but which things T was told not to try 
to get until "beyond the tomb."

A beaut1ful family?~h. yes-the God-Realm brought that to 
me too. Life insurance?-yes-lots of that-in fact-there isn't a single thing I can think of that 1 want 
and do not have. The new vision of God, and the Spiritual Power coming from the Realm of God, has 
brought me all these things. So there is little wonder that I want to pass on to you the knowledge and 
Spiritual Power which the great God-Realm possesse~. At least I can show you how I applied the God-Law 
for the accumulation of what I wanted, and somehow or other, I do not belie,·e this great creative Realm 
of God exic;ts ONLY FOR ME--do you think it does? Of cou rse, you don't. You KNOW, and you know 
FULL WELL, that any TRUE picture of the great creative Intelligence behind this un1verse MUS r teach 
a prrfect supply, not only for Frank B. Robinson. but for YOU-and for every other created human being, 
and ch:s is the fact of the God-Realm.

FINDING THE ACTUAL EXISTENCE OF A ~PJRITUAL POWER WHICH CAN, AND \VlLL. 
AND DOES BRING TO MEN AND WOMEN KNOWING HOW TO USE THAT SPiRITUAL 
POWER. AN ABUNDANCE OF HEALTH. PEACE. HAPPINESS. AND MATERIAL SUPPLY. 
You , yourself. know this is true; you. yourself. will giadly follow this new Light. when the first faint gleams 
of its invincible Power come to you. 

The whole world is waiting for the revelanon of God l am giving to it. YOU are waiting for Jt. You 
have been waiting for it since you were old enough to use your reason. You believed che old childhood re­
lig:ous teachings. of course. because your parents taught them to you. but many and many a time have you 
secretly doubted their truth.

You have hdd it long 
enough-and IT HAS NOT SATISFIED--so now, let's take advantage of the Power of God, and let's sho·w 
our manhood and womanhood by putting th1s great Life-Spirit to the test. Let's see whether or not thi:~ 
Crea tive Intellect called God, which made tbe whole earth and everything in it, CAN or can not bring to rou 
your every right desire-and certainly the accumulat:on of money and other necessary material things is a right 
desire. 

Do you think for one moment that a Power. gn~at enough to bring into existence and contmually susta!n 
th:s marvelous universe, cannot bring to YOU every material thing you need ? OF COURSE IT CAN, and 
it \VILL. in the very moment that you master the sl:'cret of drawing upon this grea r God-Realm for these 
much-needed material and spiritual things. 

l was born and raised within the shadow of the church. My father was, and st:Il ts. a we11-known 
Baptist preacher, and my mother, now long since passed out of the picture. was one of the very sweetesr 
women thar ever drew breath. From the very first moment I can remember, the one predominating desire of 
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my life was to know the truths of God as those truths actually tXist. Of course, you know the old idu ot 
God taught to me in the Sunday School. This same tdea was probably taught to you too, and it probably 
was believed by those who taught it. The story is that God is some great unknowable being seated some­
where in the sky, who can never be known by anyone here and now. 

Of course, God in his infinite wisdom, gave the keys to the kingdom of "heaven," where He dwells. to 
some relig:ous organization or other, and, of course, if you join that particular organization, (and keep up 
your payments) it will see to it that when you die you will go to this great realm of "heaven" where God ts 
supposed to be, and "up there" you will live forever, playing on a harp or some other musical instrument. 
Those who don't like music I imagine will have to find some other means of passing the time away. 

THIS IS A SENSELESS AND UNTRUE STATEMENT, AND IT ORIGINATED IN PAGAN 
SUPERSTITION. IT IS NOT THE TRUTH Or GOD BY ANY MEANS. Yet that is what you were 
taught, and what I was taught in childhood. As a matter of fact. this same story was known to "heatl:en" 
and "pagan" religions by the dozen long before Chnst was ever heard of. But we were not told THAT in 
childhood--oh, no--that would have made people think for themselves-and religious organizations cannot 
have men and women doing that-it would empty their build:ngs, and you cannot run any organization 
unless the money comes in. Money won't come in from empty buildings. So. the rruth as it is known, is 
NOT told by these religious organizations. They do not tell us that prior to the time of their " saviour," the 
world had seen a score of other crucified saviours--oh, no-they do not tell us that. If you pin them d9wn 
and show them history, they will admit that such other "saviours" did exist, but they say these other "sav­
iours" were all false. They were all "antitypes" of the "real saviour" which, of course. is theirs. 

The trouble about believing this story is thac God must have a lor of different "organizations" to which 
he ga\'e different "secrets," for there are hundreds of different denominations, and sects in existence. and they 
all claim that they alone have the truth. If you don't believe what they each tell you-well-you just 
simply are damned, that is all. There is no escape. Ltsten to some Bible-pounding preacher over some radio 
station which allows him to use it some night. ..How shall we escape if we neglect so great salvation?'· That 
is it exactly-if you do not believe what they say-well-it's just too bad for you. I wouldn' t mind thts so 
much if there were a single one of them who knew God--but they do not. They know nothing of a God. 
who can, and will and does give everything a human soul can ne{'d HERE AND NOW. They make all sorts 
of promises of what you will get "after you die ... but they have nothing to ofler you here and now, except 
a collection box. Personally, I am not interested m dying. and wh{'n the ftlll truths of the great Life-Spiru 
art known. THERE \VTLL BE NO PHYSICAL U.t.A TH EITHER HERE OR ANY OTHER PLACE . . 
That is what "eternal life" means. That is what the real God can do--give us such an understanding of 
His Laws that we can live on and on through the countless ages - through eternity - enjoying life as we 
know it, here and now. Believe me, my friend, if you had now everything your heart could possibly de­
sire, if you had all the wealth you need, if you had all the happineses and peace you could use- 1 am telling 
you this old wotld would be a beautiful place for you to live in, AND YOU WOULD NEVER WANT TO 
LEAVE IT. 

When this amazing teaching of mine is known all over the world. as it is rapidly becoming known, (it 
went into 67 countries in its first year) and when EVERY MAN AND WOMAN ALIVE KNOWS HOW 
TO FIND AND USE THE TRUE POWER OF GOD, "HEAVEN," WHATEVER AND WHEREVER 
THAT CHOICE SPOT MAY BE, CAN CONTAIN NO MORE JOYS THAN THIS WORLU 
WOULD CONTAIN UNDER THOSE ClRCUM~TANCES. 

I must get back and tell you why this ceachmg, wh:ch has had such amazing success. carne inro exist· 
ence, so let's see what further I was taught in childhood about "God." 

1 was informed that through Adam's ''sin," away back yonder in the beginning, the entire human race. 
myself included, was in a naturally "lost" condition trom which the only avenue of escape lay in an experi­
ence called "conversion," which experience came subsequent to another experience called "repentance." 1t 



these experiences did not come to me, then, by no possible chance could T ever enter "heaven," but was auto­
matically doomed to live forever in a lake burning with fire and brimstone. Jesus. I was told, by bemg 
crucified on the cross of Calvary, paid the debt which God demanded of him, and when 1 had gone through 
these rwo experiences of "repentance" and "conversion," then by an additional qual ity called ''faith tn 

Jesus Christ," I might. if I did not "backslide," finally have my name written in a book which God. himself. 
was keeping up in the sky, and which was called, ''The Lambs Book of Life.'' Woe be unto me and mall­
ions of others. howe,·er. who on the "judgment day" should stand before "a great white throne" and find to 
their sorrow that they had not measured up to the standard required, and had fa :led to have their names 
written in this "Lambs Book of Life." Eternal fire was their portion forever and ever. 

\Vhether I actually believed this or not, I do not know. All I know is that it was wh.:H I was in­
structed to believe by my parents. Whether or not they actually beJ:t>,•ed it themselves. I do not know either. 
It is to be presumt>d rhat they did. or thought they dad. Howe,•er, I began to search for God at an early age. 
The experience called "repentance" would not come to me. I believed myself to be, as instructed. a " guilty . 
lost, hell-deserving sinner" doomed to everlasting fire unless I "re~nred" and was ' 'saved."' How to go 
through either experience, I knew not. I was certain of one thing-that I had commiued no major sm ut 
any kind. and were I to be doomed to an everlasting hell through not being able to repent of a s1n another 
committed, seemed to me to be an injustice. I was very severely chided and punished, however, for voiCing 
this thought. I kept my thoughts to myself after that and decided to try and find God by my own meLhods. 
The formula given me by my parents and preached by their denomination was e.;trnes!ly .;tnd honestly tned 
by me, O\'er and over again, but IT DID NOT WORK. It may work for others-it did NOT work in my 
CJW.

The fact that "penitent forms," ''altars," etc .. d:d not reveal to me anything about God. did not deter 
me in my search for h im, however. I instinctively KNE\V that thrre was a God of some sort, and l seem~d 
also ro instinctively know that He was NO 1' '1 HE GOD I HAD BEEN TAUGHT TO BELJE\'E JN. I 
could not understand the silence of God, nor could 1 understand why my prayers for a knowledge of Ham 
went entirely unanswerl'd . Many and many a naght, on some lonesome mountain or beside the sea, have 1 
poured out to God my bare soul. asking only to be shown the way to find Him. I begged. 1 pleaded. 1 
suffered mentally as very few men have ever suff~?red, and still no voice in the night. Still no response. Notb­
inR but stv~ian blackness rewarded my efforts- and these efforts were absolutely honest, and were nothang 
more nor less than the cry of an anguished soul for its maker. I consulted preacher after preacher, evangeltst 
after evangelist, and the more I consulted them. the farther T seemed to ~et into the mire of disbelief. 1 hey 
all had a d .fferent formula to offer me and they all had a different interpretation of tbe Scripture, but they 
all DID agree that I was a "lost soul" entirely without hope in the world, and would mosr assuredly go down to 
the tomb in an "unsaved" condition, unless I was "saved." 

The sum and substance of their formula to me was "BELIEVE,'' but when pressed for a definite under· 
standable answer to my question. "What shall I believe in?"-no logical answer was forthcoming. I was 
advist>d that the crucifixon of Jesus had satisfied the wrath of an angry God. and that if 1 "believed" that He 
actually "saved" me from "sin"-right here and now-then I was saved. I never could know, however. 
for a fact. until I got over "on the other side." I could not possibly believe that the crucifixiOn of one gu:lt­
less man could wipe away the sins of millions of other guiltless men and thus satisfy the demands of a "Ju~t" 
God. The crucified was guiltless of any sin, so were the rest of the entire human race-except AdJm and Eve. 
They were the two, I was told, who plunged the enure human structure into death and hell. It ne\·er dawned 
on me until years later to inquire into the story from a scientific and historical standpoint, to d1scover whether 
or not, the record as given in the Bible, and from wh.ch my father and mother taught. WAS AN ACTUAL 
RECORD OF THINGS AS THEY ACTUALLY HAPPENED. So, I just simply kept up my search for 
God, and entirely by the method of prayer~arnest-agonizing-pulsating prayer. I looked up to the skies 
and pleaded with God . no matter who or what He might be, to reveal himself to me.

It srrmtd to me, however. that the more earnesdy I sought the light, the further into the darkness 1 got . 
D;sa~trr followtd disa~ter. Calamity followed calamity , and the more I tried to do right. the more I seemed 
to do wrong. I could not understand. Finally, after a severe business lOBS. which might easily have Boored 
mn~t men, I found mysflf absolutely penniless, with a wife and baby on my hands. and not enough m our 
home for thtm to rat. Through positively no fault of my own, l found mysrlf in this condition. Sendmg 
my wife and family home. after borrowing the money from her folks, I paced the ftoor of my humble home. 
which I was soon to lose, and rebelled at the injustice of it all. No man had ever sought for the light any 
harder than I had. No man had more earnestly endeavorfd to find God. than T had . and yet-here was d1~· 

astcr of the worst sort, dogging my footsteps until I was almo~t btsidt mys~.>lf. Surfly, I thought, no JU!>l t.Jod 
could permit th:s. In my anguish , T threw myself on the bfd . and w:th an aching heart, UTTERED THE 
LAST PRAYER TO AN UNKNOWN GOD THAT I HAVE EVER UTTERED. It was as follows:­
"} ha,·e done my best to find You. Human effort can do nn morf. And I h:tve uttnly fa1l-:d. ' 1 here co~n 
be no hope for me now. But I have this one satisfaction- if I go down to hell . then I shall go Wllh the 1 ull 
cnn~ciou~ncss of having tril.'d, as honestly, persisrently, and as capably as is humanly possible to find You, 

:God. If You. God, want to hide Yourself from me. and send me down to ettrnal torment in the f.~ce o( 

rthrsr facts-then thrrf is nothing more that I can do.·· Then and there I made up my mind th.H I held fin · 
ishrci my st>arch for God . Forty years had been w.tsted in a useless attempt to discover the God I had been 
taught to bel'eve and trust in . I do not begrudge these forty years-1 am only glad that I had the insatiable 
desire to hang on as long as I did. 

Then a marwlom thing happened which caused me to rt>new my starch-- but in an entirely different 
dirrnion. FOR TilE FIRST Tlt-.\E IN MY LIFE-THE LOAD OF FEAR l HAD BEEN CARRYING 
AROUND WITH ME WAS LIFTED. It disappean•d in its entirety. I C'Ould not comprehend it at all. 
Hrre I was. having just made the statement that I was through searching after God , and. instead of a feel ing of 
remorse which I frlt sure would overcome me. I was experiencing a fft>ling of utter freedom and peace. \Vh.1t 
could it mran ? The thought came to me thar 1 had plac~.>d myst>lf far beyond the pale of ··repentance and sal· 
vation" and to my amazement. I found myself laugbmg at the thought. Think ing of the years spent in my 
futilr rfforrs to find God through the church. l found myself denying that the church, as 1 knew it, knew 
an)'lhing about God at all. 

Studies I ha\•e made since that, have very full y convinced me that the entire story is but pagan mnh and 
supersllt:on . I do not believe one word of it. and the rea ~on I do not, and cannot believe one word of it is 
that the rrue pictnre of God. which I have since tound. SUPPLIES ALL MY NEEDS. BOTH SPIRIT­
UAL AND MATERIAL, and the " church" stor~ 1:. lherefore, unnecessary~ven if it were true-wh•ch 1l 

isn't. 

To me, this was a most amazing situarion. What sort of a realm was I gening into ? Here 1 was, af tet 
having spent forty years trying to find a traditional church God. supremely happy when I began to let my 
ruson rule. and when I began to discard the old church philosophies. You can depend upon it. I followed 
the first faint glimmer of light as I saw it. I had too much sense to attempt to go back to the old ' 'orthodox" 
tt'achings even though preachers did tell me then , and have been telling me since, that I am a " lost soul.· · 
Marbe so-but I'm having a pretty good time for a '' lost soul." 

I have everythtng I need- and that ts more than 1 bad before. My family have enough to eat-anc 
that is more than they had before. I am able to rake a rrip around the world whenever I want to-and that 
is something I never was able to do before. Besides. dS far as bring a "lost soul" goes-there is no proof of 
that. It is just simply an old religious superstiuon, and no thinking or reasoning American mind would 
entertain it for one second. Of course, there are many left yet whom these differing religious organizations 
still keep in fear and trembling and superstition. but those gnod souls are perfectly welcome as far as I am 
conC'erned, to go through life lacking tts very nece!>:>~lles. They can do that if they care to- that is their 
priv:tcge. They can let the beauties of abundant supply in this life through the Power of God go by . and 
can cherish their hope of a "home in heaven" if they want to. 
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Perc;onally, I'm perfectly satisfied with a God who can , and does give to me AN ABUNDANCE OF 
SUPPLY HERE AND NOW. If God can do that bert, HE CAN ALSO DO IT IN THE "HEREAFTER ... 
If He cannot do that now, NEITHER CAN HE DO IT IN " HEAVEN," whtnnr that fabled place may~. 

So the search for the old-fashioned God of my childhood was ovtr, and as I say, I was beginning co find 
the beauties of the amazing Presence of a Real God, riiht down here on earth. It would take me too lona 
to go through the years which have followed. The supreme joy and happiness, and the abundant material 
supply which satisfies my evtry need, I would not txchan~ for a thousand old "hell-fire and damnation" 
philosophies. They brought me nothing but FEAR. The actual Power of this great God-Law, however. 
brings EVERYTHING I AND MINE CAN POSSIBLY NEED. As the yurs go by, and as I learn 
more and more how to apply the Power of the Great God which I had found, the changes are more and mon 
aml7ing. Today I am known to millions of people. This number have heard my voice over the radio. My 
books have gone around the world, and better than all, that little Movement which I started in one little 
back room in Moscow about six years ago, is now, perhaps, the fastest-growing religious Movement the world 
has ever seen. \VHY-? Because thousands and tens of thousands of people have found what I found a few 
}'t>ars back. THEY HAVE FOUND, AND ARE STILL FINDING THAT THE GREAT GOD-LAW 
WHICH ACTUALLY EXISTS HERE AND NOW, IS ABUNDANTLY ABLE TO BRING TO THEM 
WHATSOEVER THINGS THEY NEED FOR THEIR COMPLETE HAPPINESS AND COMPLETE 
MATERIAL ABUNDANCE. 

This is as it should be. This ts the true teaching of God. It is revolutionary, 1 admit, but this world 
of religious superstititon will never be brought co its senses by any teaching that is not revolutionary, so far 
as God is concerned. We have had the old god for 2000 years now. Let's try the new one. Let this new 
vision of God come into your life-;;~nd you try applying the same Spiritual Laws and Principles I applied 
-then see what happens. 

Your heart is longing for happiness. It is longing for peace. It is longing for abundant material sup· 
ply. and all the while the Great God-Law which can give yon these things; exists as an ABSOLUTE LA \V, 
and LA \V CANNOT CHANGE. IF IT WORKS FOR ONE. IT MUST \VORK FOR ALL. Think of 
that amazing statement. Think of a LAW WHICH IS GOD, AND WHICH CAN AND WILL BRING 
TO YOU. TN THE MOMENT YOU RIGHTLY CONTACT THAT GREAT LAW-" ALL THINGS 
WHATSOEVER YOU DESIRE... I welcome you to study this great God-Law with me. In the moment 
you apply it as I did. it can do for you what it did for me.
