THE "PSYCHIANA" MOVEMENT is a non-profit religious cor­

poration. It operates under Idaho religious charter, perpetual 

existence, and is authorized to operate in every state in the Union. 

It therefore is in the same religious class with the rest of the major 

systems of religion. No one connected either directly or indirectly 

with the movement ever can draw one penny of profits or divi­

dends. That is prohibited by law. 

A former corporation was also non-profit. When the movement 

was born, in 1928, it was decided that at no time should it be a 

profit-making movement. Dr. Robinson is paid a salary of $9000 

a year. He has the ability to make many times that much if he so 

desires. However, he is not interested in making money- he is 

interested in making God a living reality in human lives. One 

look at the world will convince the most fervent believer that 

some new conception of God is necessary if permanent peace is to 

come to this earth. 

The "Psychiana" Movement does not accept any of the dogmas 

of orthodoxy, and plainly states that fact. It has that right. It also 

has the right to bring to the American people what it believes to be 

the true conception of God.

THIS IS A RECENT PHOTO OF DR. FRANK B. ROBINSON, the founder of the 
"Psychiana" movement. Ea1·ly in his youth, a deep 1·eligious sense of 
duty began to manifest itself in his life. He was trained for the Baptist 
minist?·y, and studied at the Bible Tntining School in Toronto, Canada. 
It soon became evident, howeve1·, that "orthodox" beliefs did not 
satisfy Fmnk B. Robinson. He was m01·e interested in facts than he was 
in tmditions. Many of the religious traditions he was taught did not 
appeal to him, so he began an independent search fo?· God-this time 
alone. He found God. Old things went out of his life and we1·e replaced 
by the actual living power of the Spirit of God. Soon, this power of God 
became quite manifest, and the "Psychiana" Movement was bo1·n, in 
Moscow, Idaho. Up to that time Dr. Robinson had been a d1·ug cle1·k in 
the Corner Drug Sto1·e in Moscow. 

Inside of one yea1· _f1·om the day D1·. Robinson 1·eleased the "Psychiana" 
teaching, it was going into 67 different countries. Today, it is known 
as the fastest growing religion on the face of the ea1·th. And all this is 
done by mail. "Psychiana" has no chu1·ches, no ministe1·s, and conducts 
no services. It appeals to men and women who will not go to any 
church or 1·eligious se1·vice. It is st1·ictly a "mail-01·de1·" 1·eligion. Its 
logic and powe1· appeal to all.

Robinson 

is v&ry civic-minded and is highly respected throughout all Idaho . He 
was a close j?·iend of the late Serzato1· Wm. E. llomh, who often visited 

him in his home.

Robinson. Some five years ago, the U. S. Government agreed to build a 

dam c1·eating a fresh water lake, if somebody would buy the land and 

donate it to Latah county.

Some eight years ago "Bill" was running a weekly in Elk 

River, Idaho. P1-inting costs being too high, Dr . Robinson decided to 

buy "Bill" out, which he did, and the plant was moved to Moscow. Later, 

the Daily Iclahonian was brmtght into existence, and this is the only 

daily newspaper in Moscow at this time. Dr . Robinson is president of 

The News-Review Publishing Co., publishers of The Daily Idahonian. 

Mr. Ma1-ineau se1·ved sevetral terms in the Idaho State Legislature, is a 

Past-Commander of the Dudley Loomis Post of the American Legion, and 

at the present writing is a membe1· of the local draft board. He has a 

wife and two fine children. He is a good newspaperman. 



Here is one small corner of the mailing 
department. As this is written, the 
1Jostage bill fo1· the past ten days was in 
the neighborhood of $200 a day. Some 
twenty-six people are employed in this 
depa1·tment. Then there is an accountant, 
two cashie1·s, and five giTls in the Lesson 
mailing depa1·tment.

Much of Dr. R obinson's w1·iting is done 
he1·e.

This is a 1·evolving table used in the assembling of the litemtu1·e. 
E ight girls can sit at this table, and in one hour, enough of each Lesson 
or follow-up can be assembled to suffice fo?· tlwt day. The table ?'evolves 
by underneath motor. 

This is a picture of the Lesson mailing clepctrtment. Over 65,000 active 
accounts arre gone ove1· eve1·y day, and new Students' cards ctre made out. 
Monthly payments a1·e c1·edited, and the new Students sent their fi1 ·st 
Lesson. Most of the employees in this depa1·tment have been with us for 
more than seven yea1·s. 



This is the Lesson mailing depa1·tment from another angle. D1·. Robinson 
is standing in the doo1·way. We do not believe there is a happier g1·oup of 
employees anywhe1·e. They work only 40 hoU?·s a week, and are very 
well paid. Being a 'religious corpomiion, "Psychiana" is not unde1· the 
40 hou1· a week law, yet that is all the hours D1·. Robinson will allow 
his employees to work. 

This is a small part of the Inquin; mailing department. The 1·eplies 
1·oll in by the thousand, and every reply which has come in that morning 
has the literature on its way be/01·e that same evening. All1·eply 
litemtu1·e is sent /i1·st-class mail. No pe1·mit is used on this mail. 
Envelopes are bought by the million, and they leave here by the tens of 
thousands daily. It 1000 1·eplies a1·e 1·eceived today, that means 
that 50,000 di!fe1·ent P?·inted sheets of literature will have been 
mailed to those 1000 1·eplies in the following two months. About 
twenty-five pe1·cent of all1·eplies enroll as Students. Neve1· befo're 
equalled by anyone. 



This is a view, taken some years ago, of the Students co1·respondence 
depatrtment. Eve1·y Student has the 1·ight to ask pe1·sonal questions 
rega1·ding the Lessons, and every lette1· is answe1·ed by Dr. DeBolt. 
About half of the lette1·s 1·eceived tell of what the Spirit of God is doing for 
our Students. So many of these lette1·s come in that we a1·e compelled 
to thTow them away by the hund1·ed. We have not the room to keep them. 

This is the add1·essing depa1·tment. When a 1·eply is received, an Elliott 
stencil is cut. After that, this same stencil is used for all mailings. When 
the Student em·olls, the stencil is tmnsfe1·red to the Lesson depa1·tment, 
and all Lessons, as well as the follow-up litemture is addressed on these 
machines. W e have two of them, and the capacity of each is about 5000 
per hour. All incoming mail is opened by an elect1·ic opener, and all 
outgoing mail is sealecl by an electric sealer. 



This is the Co'rne1· D1·ug Sto1·e 
in Moscow, Idaho. Prop'rieto1·, 
ChasE. Bolles. Dr. Robinson 
was wo1·king as a prescription 
cle1·k in this d'rug store when he 
gave birth to the "Psychiana" 
Movement. He woTked in this 
d1·ug st01·e all day, and he and 
Mrs. Robinson worked at night 
assembling the Lessons and 
mailing out the litemture to 
the 'replies which had come in 
that day. After a few months, 
he was compelled to leave the 
drug sto1·e and give his full time 
to "Psychiana." The gentleman 

with his hand in his pocket is Dr. Ha?TY Einhouse, a Moscow skin specialist, 
whose reputation is wide. His offices are in The Robinson Professional 
Building.

This is the building occupied by "Psychiana" some years ago. It was the 
fourth move made into larger quarters. Fo1·merly it was the Short Funeral 
Home. In this building, we wo1·ked 24 hoU?·s a clay, with three shifts of 
about 25 gi1·ls on each shift. Still we could not get the mail out. Late1·, 
the whole Movement was mechanized, ancl ou1· crew now gets out all mail, 
1·ega1·dless of its size, the same day it is received. On the site of this old 
building now stands the Robinson P1·otessional Building.

This is a pictu1·e of the "Psychiana" p1·inting depa1·tment, though it is a 
small part. Two fast multigraph machines and a double size multilith 
a1·e employed, and these three machines, wo1·king 24 hours a day, can 
produce half a million p1·inted sheets, 80 by 11. The "Psychiana" plant 
is equipped to 1·eceive as high as 500,000 replies daily, mailing all mail to 
those replies inside of 24 hours. The whole plant 1·uns like clock-work. 
It is one of the most highly efficient plants in America. 

This is another former home of "Psychiana," I nc. I t is now used as a 
a p1·inting plant, and operated by The Queen C'ity P1·inting Company, in 
Moscow, I daho. We had to give up this lease inside of six months on 
account of the g1·owth of the Movement at its inception. 



High-speecl?nultilith ?nachine used by "Psychiana," Inc. In addition, 

two double 1not01·ecl?nultigmph 1nachines a1·e in constant use. The total 

printing capacity of these 1nachines is over half a ?nillion BY. by 11 

sheets eve1·y 24 hou1·s. Wo1·king 24 hoU?·s a clay, "Psychiana" can receive, 

address, print, and ?nail ove1· 500,000 pieces of literature e'Ve1·y clay. 

This, of course, is not being clone, but the facilities exist fo1· that volu1ne 

of ?nailing. In addition, there are other ?nachines, such as folder, 

elecfll·ic cutter, and elect1·ic staple1·. Few ?nail-order businesses a1·e 

bette1· equipped to handle a large volu1ne of ?nail.
