Somehow the past keeps coming to mind -- I certainly am glad to 
have missed those chapters -- though I realize it's the present and future 
that count. 

Next time either or both of you are coming to Moscow, bring the slide 
show and we'll stage the world premiere. Give a little advance notice so I 
can get the crock pot going for a big meal. Remember that it always tastes 
better the second day.
